Federal Liquor
Raids in State
Vex Bryan Men

Looked Upon as Direct Slap
at State Law Enforcement
Officers—Governor Sur-
prised by Aection.

Lincoln, Aug. 25.—Action taken by
Bob Samardick, federal liquor sleuth
from Omaha, In raiding at Norfolk
Sunday and threatening to make
more extended ralds in the state un-
less conditions Improve, is ecausing
much concern to members of Gov-
ernor Bryan's administration.

It 1s looked upon here as a direct

slap at the state law enforcement
department and a determination on
the part of Elmer Thomas, federal
prohibition director, to break prece-
dent and turn federal sleuths loose
in the state and discontinue previ-
ous practice of federal authoritles in
confining thelr activities to Omaha
alone.
The results of the Samardick rald
and his announcement that further
raids were necessary to dry up the
state is a direct challenge to Gov
ernor Bryan's statements that the
etate is dry and the state law en.
[orcement department {s handling the
situation efMclently. The governor
was much surprised when he learned
today of Samardick's action.

Glad of Aid, Says Governor,

“We'll be glad to get ald,”
his sole comment,

The Bryan administration admit-
tedly hates to have the law enforce-
ment demriment brought Into the
limelight. For it was this same de-
partment, under Governor McKelvie,
that caused so much sarcasm and
comment by the governor during the
campalign two years agn.

In one speech after another in wet
towns Bryan promised to do away
with the office of “state sheriff."” Im-
mediately after his election the state
sheriff was discharged and for a
week there was no such office. Tem-
perance people began to clamor for a
return of the sheriff.

Then Bryan appointed Tom Carroll
state law enforcement officer, with
the same duties, same salaries, same
number of high-speed motor cars and
same downtown office suites. The
only difference is that Tom Carroll Is
officially the state lJaw enforcement of-
ficer, while GGus Hyers was officlally
known as state sheriff under Gov-
ernor McKelvie,

Thomas to Clean Up State.
then, however, every efforl
has been made to put a soft pedal
on activities of Carroll. This soft
pedal evidently was not to the liking
of Elmer Thomas, for his men are
now on an avowed ecleanup of the
state,

In the past it has bheen understond
generally that federal authorities
were to look after Omaha's liquor
violatlons without Interference from
the state while the state was not to
interfera In Omaha affairs. Records
show that it has been nearly a month
since state officers conducted a rald at
Norfolk, the scene of Samardick's ac
