Stands Behind Ideals

Baltimore, Sept. 6. — Presldent
Coolidge called upon the American
people in a Lafayette day address
hers today to take a stand against
s deliberats and determined effort,”

which he sald “is being made to
break down the guarantees of our
fundamental law,”” through & move-
ment ‘‘to limit the jurisdiction of our
domestie courts."”

Speaking at the unvelling of a
statue of Lafayette, the president
characterized the great Frenchman as
a trus son of world freedom'" and as-
serted that “this occasion is dedicated
to freedom.”

“The question 15, he declared,
‘“whether America will allow itself to
be degraded Into a communistic and
soclalistic state, or whether it will re-
main American, Those who want to
continue to enjoy the high estate of
American eltizenship will resist all at.
tempts to encroach upon their liber-
ties by encroaching upon power of the
courts.” .

Defends Court.

While devoting his address primar-
ily to a defense of the United States
supreme court, the president also
drew a lesson from the French leader,
who “joined us in fighting for the
maintenance and extension of our in-
stitutions," and proposed a policy of
scrvice In foreign relations.

He pleaded also for the abolishment
of war hatreds and assistance in “the
restoration of the German people,
now shorn of militarism."”

Referring to the suprema court, Mr.
Coolidge sald 1f its authority *“should
be broken down and {ts powers
lodged with the congress, every
minority body that may be weak iIn
resources or unpopular in the public
estimation, also nearly every race and
religlous belief would find themselves
practically without protection,

Mentions No Names.

The time for Americans to range
themselves firmly, squarely and un-
eompromisingly behind American
ideals is now,' 'he asserted in '‘the
great body of our people have an
abiding faith in their own country.
The time has come when they should
supplement that falth with action, In
this contest there is, bhut one place for
a real American to stand."

The presldent mentioned no names
in connection with the attack he de
scribed against the supreme court.
He characterized It as an assault up
on the comnstitution “with its purpose
the confiscation of property and the
destruction of liberty.”

“Very little danger exists of an
open and avowed assault upon the
principle of individual freedom,” he
sald. “It is more likely to be in peril
indirectly, perhaps with the avowed
intention of protecting It or enlarging
i

In his discussion of forelgn affairs,
Myr. Coolidge sald “'to be independent,
to my mind, does not mean to be
{solated. There is no real indepen-
dence save only as we secure it
through the law of service."

While avolding entanglements, he
pointed out that the United States
had pursued that pollcy in contribu-
tions to foreign charities; in councll
at the arbitration tables in Latin-
America: in adjustment of war prob-
tems in Kurope; in the Washington
armament conference, and in the set-
tlement of the reparations prohlem.

End of War.

“The effect these will have in
averting war and promoting peace,"”
he added, “cannot pessibly be over-
estimated. They appear to be proper-
ly to mark the end of the old order,
and the beginning of a new era. We
hope they are the end of aggressive
war and the beginning of permanent

can bhest work towards that end by
asslsting In the restoration of the Ger-
man people, now shorn of militarism,
to their full place in the family of
peaceful mankind.”

“It {a frequently charged that this
tribunal ia tyranniecal. If the constl
tution of the United Btates be tyr-
anny: If the rule that no one shalle be
convicted of erlme gave by a jury of
his peers; that no orders of nobillty
shall be granted; that slavery wmhall
not be permitted to exist in any state
or territory: that no one ghall be de-
prived of life, liberty or property with
out due process of law; If thess and
many other provisions made by the
people be tyranny then the suprems
court when it makes decislons In ac-
eordance with these principles of our
fundamental law, is tyrannical. Other
wise, it is exercising the power of
government for the preservation of
lberty.

the legislative branches of the gov-
ernment. No one so far as 1 know
has thought that it should go to the
executive. All those who ad 2
changes: propose, I believe,: :w:;
shoyld be transferred in whole of hJ
part'to’ the congress. I have a very
high regard for legislative assemblies,
Wé Have put a very great emphasis
upon representative government. It
is the only method by which due de-
liberation ean be secured. That iz a
great safeguard of liberty. 4

“But. the legislature is not judiclal.
Along with what are submitted to be
the merits of the question also what
is supposed to be the popular demand
and the greatest partisan advantage
welghs very heavily in making legis-
lative decisions. It is well known that
when the house of representatives sits
as a judicial body, to determine con-
tested elections, it has a tendency to
decide In a partisan way.

It {8 to be remembered also that
under recent political practice there
is a strong tendency for legislatures
to be very much influenced by the
executive. Whether we like this prac-
tlce or not, there {8 no use denying
that it exists. With a dominant ex-
ecutive and a subservient legislature,
the opportunity will be very Inviting
to aggrandizement and very dangerous
to liberty. That way leads toward
imperlallsm.

‘“Some people do not seem to under-
stand fully the purpose of our consti-
tutional restraints. They are not for
protecting the majority either in or
out of congress. They can protect
themselves with thelr votes. We have
adopted a written constitution in or-
der that the minority, even down to
the most insignificant {ndividual,
might have their righta protected. Bo
long as our constitution remains in
force, no majority, no matter how
large, can deprive the individual of
the pight of life, liberty or property,
or prohibit the free exercise of re-
liglon or the freedom of speech or
of the press. If the authority now
vested in the supreme court were
transferred to the congress any ma-
jority, mo matter what thelr motive,
could vote away any of thess most
precious rights.

“Majoritles are notorlously Ir-
responsible. After irreparable dam-
age had been done the only remedy
that the peopls would have would be
the privilege of trying to defeat such
a majority at the next election. Every
minority body that may be weak in
resources or unpopular in the public
estimatlon, also nearly every race
and religious bellef would find them-
selves practically without protection
if the authority of the supreme court
should be broken down and its pow-
ers lodged with the congress,

Twilight Gone.

“The same reasoning that applies
td the Individual person applies to
the individual state. A very broad
twilight zone exists in which it fis
difficult to distinguish where state
right ends and federal right begins.
Deprived of the privilege of its day
in couft, each state would be com-
pelled t submit to the exactions of
congress or resort to resistance by
foree. On the other hand the legis-
latures of states, and sometimes the
people=through the initative and re-
ferendwn, may pass laws which are
very injurious to the minority resi-
dents of that state, by attempting to
take away the privilegea which they
hold under the federal constitution.
Except for the courts, such a min-
ority would have no remedy for
wrong done them. Their ultimate
refuge Is the supreme court of the
United States.

“At a time when all the world is
seeking for the adjudication of dif-
ferences between nations, not by war
but by the suggestion that we should
limit the jurisdiction of our domestic
courts is reactionary in the highest
degree. It would cast aside the pro-
gress of generatlons to begin agaln
the econtest for supremacy between
executive and legislative. Whichever
side has won In that struggle, the
people have always lost.

Barriers,

“Our constitution has raised certaln
barriers agalnst hasty change.
I believe such provision is wise, 1
doty 4¢ there has heen any change
that has ever really been desired
by the people, which they have not
been ahle-to secure. Stability of gov-
ernment is A very Important asset.
It amendment be made easy, both
revolution and reactlon, as well as
orderly “progress, also hecomes easy.
The mnatlon has lost little, but has
gained much, through the necessity of
due dellberation, The pressing need
of the present day ls not to change
our constituttonal rights, but to ob-
serve our constitutional rights.

“A deliberate and determined ef-
fort is belng made to break down the
gunrantees ¢of our fundamental law.
It has for its purpose the confisca-
tion of property and the destruction
of liberty. At the present time the
chief obstacle, besides the people, to
this effort, is the supreme court of
In this contest
therea is but one place for a real
American to stand. That is on the
gide of ordered liberty under constl-
tutional government. This I8 not the
struggla of the rich and powerful.
They will be able to survive, It is the
struggle of the common run of peo-
ple, unless we can malntain our instl-
tutions of liberty unimpaired, they
will mee thelr savings swept away,
thelr homes devastated, and thelr chil
dren perish from want and hunger.

“The constitution of the United
States has for ita almost sole pur
pose the protection of the freedom
of the people. We must combat every
nttempt to break it down or to make
it easy under the pretended gulse of
legal procedure, to throw open the
way to reaction of revolution. To
adopt any other courss is to put in
jeopardy the sacred right te life, lihe:
ty, property and the pursult of hap
piness."

C'olumbus, Neb., Sept. 6.-—A long
hidden manuscript, examined by a
Frenchman and sent to Parls a few
months ago, has resulted in the dis-
covery of the site of a battle fought
between Sanplarde and Indians about

The manuscript relates that the In-
dians and French trappers of the
Great Lakes region formed an expe-
ditlon to journey southwest to search
for mines and to wrest the New
Mexico reglon from the Spaniards, At
