Back in 1912, with the Giants, Rube 

Marquard hung up 19 successive box 

triumphs. 
Walter Johnson and Smoky Joe 

Wood each put over 18 straight be- 
fore they were stopped. That was in 
1912, Wood pitching for Ihe Red Sox, 
Johnson for Washington. Jack Che: 

bro, old Yank pitcher—Happy Jack— 
and E. Reulbach, great Cub twirlcr, 
have a mark of 14. Cheabro accom- 

plished his cluster in 1904. Reulbach 
made ills In 1909. Walter Johnson, 
by the way, nicked a 14 straight in 

1913. 

This consecutive stuff In sport* is 
rather diverting. 

, The old timers on the diamond 

were bears at it. A. G. Spalding, later 

head of the great sporting goods 
house bearing his name, must have 
been a wonderful pitcher. Spalding 
had a mark of 24 consecutive wins. 
Also in that same season he had an- 

other string of 22. This was in 1*95. 

Spalding, wearing a Iloston uniform, 
pitched «4 games that season. He 

won 57. lost four and tied three Iliad- 

bourne, with the Providence Nation- 
als in 1**4. pitched 77 games. lie 

had a winning streak of 1*. Had- 
bourne won 63. lost 12 and tied two. 

Keefe, a Giant pitcher of 1*89, 
turned in 19 straight, while Welch, 
another Giant box star six years 
previous to liis recorded 17. Luby of 

Chicago, rung up 17 in 1*90, .McCor- 
mick. another Chicagoan, having 
turned the trkk four years before. 

Concerning scoreless innings. » Ed 

Heulbach. the ex (,'ub star, twirled 5" 

of them in the 190S National Heague 

season. The torrent of whitewash 
lasted from September 17 to October 
3 of that season. Reulbach ended 
the season with the whitewash brush 
still In hand. He was scored on In 
the seventh inning in his first start 
of the 1909 rare. In 1902 Jack «'hes- 
bro pitched 41 scoreless innings—then 
a .National league record. 

Everett Scott of the Yanks has 

played In 1,254 consecutive games. 
The consecutive reverses are just 

as entertaining. The Athletics of 
1916 had a pair of pitchers who 
didn't often come In contact with 
laurel leaves. .Nalmrs lost 19 straight. 
Sheehan 16, 

Louisville of the American assocla 
tion lost 26 consecutive games In 
S1S9. The Cincinnati Reds of 1914 
tossed 20 in a row. So did the Ath- 
letics of 1916 and the Boston Red 
Sox of 1906. 

In the realm of the padded fist you 
find some curious consecutive busi- 

ness. “Pop 'Em'' Paul Uerlenbash 

hud the fistic world by the ears when 

he was bowling them over “b$ the 

numbers.'* I’aul had dumped 23 In a 

raw when he ran afoul of Jack De- 

laney's right fist and took a K. O. 
himself. However, 13 of Ilerlen- 
aleepers were nmateur galoots. 

His record, therefore, scarcely ap 
proaches that of .Stanley Ketchel. 

Ketchel, in the beginning of his 
glorious ring career. scored 21 
straight knockouts. 

There never was a bicycle rider to 

match Frank E. Kramer, W’hn may 
now be seen o' nights In the officials' 
stand at the Velodrome )• New York 
city. Kramer won the professional 
championship 16 years in succeslon 
(1901-1316).
