Slump Because 
of Poor Demand 

Canadian Market Close* Weak 
—Corn and Oat* Heavy; 

Rye Strong Rela- 
.. tively. 

Chicago, Sept. 20—Wheat price* suf- 
fered a had alump in the late trade to- 
day*! This wa* due to the absence of any 
big .buying demand which left the market 
In a weak condition after the early sup- 
port- 01* the export news and the advance 
at Winnipeg. The Canadian market was 
weak toward* the close. Corn and oats 
were heavy, while rye waa relatively 
atrohg. 

Whegt closed 2*4 to 2Vi cents down; 
corn waa 1 H to 2*4 cents off; oats were 
'4 to “% cent* lower, and rye ruled U sent 
off to *4 cent higher. 

Iq aU pita the bull new* appears to have 
become stale, and export trade reports 
of an eqrouraging sort in regard to wheat 
did not, have much influence. Commis- 
sion house* supplied the demand on the 
hard spots. Fear of frost over Sunday, 
surrounded some short covering but failed 
to rally the market much at the close. 

Saturday’s usually a dull export day. 
Ducal shippers claimed that the bid from 
the *eat»oard were firm but these offers 
are restricted bv Inability to replace wheat 
on a profitable basis. Tdverpool spot 
wheat finished unchanged to 1 penee low- 
er and futures >4 to % pence higher. 

Shdfta In corn were a little nervous 
over tl\e forecast of frost in the Dakotas, 
but the general weather indications were 
for better conditions. After covering 
early bears increased the pressure later 
and holders received little comfort frorh 
♦ he attitude of the genral public. ('ash 
pries were firm and there were receipts 
of 144 cars. 

Data followed the trend of corn. The 
shipping demand was moderate with sales 
of 60.0QQ bushels and spot prices were rel- 
ativity' quarter-rent better. Receipts 
were 14* cara here with primary receipts 
of 1.507.000 bushels against 716.000 bushels 
a year ago 

Ry* was strong throughout the entire 
session, although price changes were small 
at the close. The export demand contin- 
ues good and the German report showing 
» crop of 56.000.000 bushels less than a 

year age* influenced some buying. 
PrtAdsions were steady in a moderate' 

tr*de. Derd was unchanged lo 2*4c high- 
er and ribs were unchanged. 

Pit Notes. 
Tho Indifference of the general public 

to the export trade news was indicated 
by the fact that reports indicating bids 
for Wheat at the seaboard and at the 
gulf were on the highest basis on the 
crop did not cause much comment. For- 
eign reports were generally bullish but 
th* fact that world’s «tock* are much 
larger now than a year aco tended to 

qualify bullish opinions The statement 
wag mad* bv one of the leading grain 
men that present plenty Is likely to 

modify bullish views for the time being, 
eapecia’Jv until It Is seen how the trade 
will absorb the Canadian offering* which 
will soon show a hie increase. Up to 

this time, the Canadian movement has 
been gaining heaoway slowly, but the 
usual rush to get the bulk of the surplus 
down tHe lakes before the end of No- 
vember will probably result in a big move- 
ment regardless of the size of the crop. 

So far the spring wheat pressure In 
this country has been largely* counter- 
acted by export business, and big clear- 
ances from Du^th are expected. Friday s 

shipments fnuW Chicago were 1,658.000 
bushed* and from Duluth 924,Ooo bushel* 
The** figures, however, received little 
comment from the trade generally. 
Primary receipts were 2.485,000 bushels, 
against 1.529.000 bushels a year ago. 

Northwest receipts were 1.013.000 bushel* 
agalnsVjftS.OOO bushels a year ago. Min- 
neapolis stocks Increased 225,000 bushels 
for "He day. 

Tha southwest reported a brisk demand 
for wheat at.the gulf with 8 pec cent 
over Hhieago December price paid for 
last half of October shipment f. o. n. 

Galveston. Export sale* were placed at 
500.000 bushels at the seaboard with lo- 
cal sales reported a.t only 15,000 bushel*. 
Loetl receipts were 151 cars. 

Th* German cfop was estimated at 83.- 
800.000 bushels or about 13.000,000 bushels 
less than year ago. French report* were 

not indicative of any big change In the 
aituatlon.
