boards met with the state engineer 
and decided on a location, the at- 
titude of the chamber, the joint 
conimiitee and other organizations 
being that they wanted a bridge re- 

gardless of location. 
The two boards, with the state en- 

gineer selected the Center street loca- 
tion, presumably for the reason that 
federal aid money could be secured to 
build the bridge at that location as 

Center street has had federal aid 
funds expended on it for grading 
purposes and for gravel work, thus 
definitely fixing it as a federal aid 
load.
