
Political Economist Says tlie 
W orld W ill Prosper as Co- 

Operation Begins. 
The Dawes plan will yield economic 

and social benefits to this country 
end to the world, according to Dr. 
Jeremiah \V. Jenks, research pro- 
fessor of government and public ad- 
ministration in New York university, 
and member of the advisory council 
of Alexander-Ilamilton Institute. 

The distinguished economist and 
author was in Omaha Wednesday, 
the guest of Harry S. Byrne, en route 
to Lincoln, where he spoke at noon 
nt the Chamber of Commerce. 

Commenting on the significance of 
the Dawes plan soon to he put Into 
effect in Europe, and the effect it 
probably will have on American busi- 
ness, Dr. Jenks said: 

"In the first place, the leading na- 
tions are going to work In co-opera- 
tion under this plan, whereas hereto- 
fore they have been working at cross 

purposes. This plan is certain to in- 
sure peace throughout Europe for a 

period of years and this in turn will 
insure a revival of business and even- 

tually will bring prosperity. 
Raw Material Demand. 

"The immediate effect will he a 

strong demand for a number of raw 
materials of American origin. Under 
the credits that will be granted to 

* lerrnan government and more 

especially from the credits that will 
he granted in larger measure to In- 
dustry, there will come a large de- 
mand for American cotton, copper, 
then foodstuffs, such as wheat, corn, 
canned and dried fruits. 

“Aside from these speciflo demands, 
there will be an Indirect demand for 
other products. A revival of busi- 
ness means greater use of machinery 
and extended use of automobiles, so 

that we may expect an Increased de- 
mand for American gasoline and 
similar products. 

"Doubtless, also, our automobile In- 
dustry will be benefited. As soon as 

it was practically certain the plan 
would he accepted so that Europe 
might rely on political and business 
stability, Germany began to buy 
American silver to be made Into sub- 
sidiary coins for Its new monetary 
system. Poland likewise purchased 
silver and we may anticipate similar 
demands from Austria and Hungary. 

Psychological Effect. 
"The psychological effect of the 

adoption of the Dawes plan Is likely 
to be even more far-reaching In Im- 
portance than the direct economic ef- 
fect. Heretofore, since the war, feel- 
ings of Jealousy, suspicion and hatred 
between different nations, especially 
between Germany and the allied na- 

tions, have hampered international 
trade, have kept the nations from 

sliding up their Industrials, ns they 
felt there was danger of war. This 
-une feeling has led to a large ex- 

penditure for armaments and has 
k"pt hundreds of thousands of men 
v. ho might have been in industry, 
under arms. A change of mental at- 

*■ -d itude and a certainty that they will 
w work together, will release many 

f these men for Industrial purposes. 
"There Is a reasonable hope that 

nr gross may be made toward iessen- 
ng of armaments. All of these mat- 

ters fcnnot fall to produce an excel- 
lent effect on the United States In- 
dustrially. In addition, the plan 
gives to the American people a con- 
sclousnesa that in promoting It and 
supporting It financially, they are 

rendering a great aervice, not only to 

our own country but to the reat of 
the world." 

EXPORTS SHOW 
HUGE INCREASE 

Washington, Oct 1.—Exports from 
the United States to Europe increas- 
ed more than $100,000,000 during the 
eight months ending September 1, 
compared tot he same period last 
year, the Department of Commerce 
announced today. 

Of total exports of $2,697,000,000 In 
these months, Europe took $1,339,000,- 
000. Asia and South America trade 
increased heavily. 

Great Britain continued aa Amer- 
ica's chief customer, having taken 
goods valued at $900,000,000. German 
purchases Increased from $191,000,- 
000 to $237,000,000 In the period end- 
ing September 1. 

STRIKE OF SUGAR 
WORKERS LOOMS 

Havana, Cuba, Oet. 1.—A genernl 
* strike of sugar mill workers, which 
threatens to become sympathetic and 
halt the machinery of all Cuban In- 
dustries, loomed today as labor lead 
ers of the sugar mill workers' union 
started a movement to keep all labor- 
ers from reporting to work when the 
mills open unless "radical Increases 
In pay and shorter hours'* arc grant- 
ed by employers. 

The general strike, they said, will 
be called at the opelng of "Zafra,” the 
time for sugar mills to begin opera- 
tion, a few weeks hence.
