sell of the New York State Agricul-
tural college declared In a recent ad-
fdress. The farmers of the east will
be looking to the farmers of the west
to furnlsh them with the seed for
thelr flelds for next year, he said.

Because of the wet, cold summer
which but just passed the corn falled
to mature in time to warrant the
harvesting of good seeds.

In his lecture the professor called
attentlon recent bulletin of the
Nebragka  agricultural  experiment
station in which the futility of at-
tempting to store damp seed corn is
peinted out.

“Seed corn must be well dried be-
fore it is stored,” the professor ealid,
“When sced corn is stored in a damp
condition freezing weather reduces
ita wvitality, The germ changes .n
color from a eream to a light brown
shade and the seed will often not
sprout.

“Beed corn should be picked early
and the selected ears hung to dry in
a well ventilated place. 1f it is pos-
sible this should be done before a
frost is threatened,

“Plcking seed corn
very deflnite advantages. Tt Insures
good seed in the first place and then
it alan tends to produce an earller
ripening variety of corn.

“Woven chicken wire makes an ex-
cellent thing on which to dry seed
corn.
