up nnd down In exceedingly nervous 
fashion the wheat market today cloned 
In higher ground and strong. A com- 
bination of bull nnd bear news had the 
trade guessing moat of the time. Rains 
In the Argentine and cable advices of re- 
selling In the United Kingdom as de- 
pressing factor* were offset by relative 
stability at Winnipeg and confirmation 
of a big export trade in the domestic 
arfi le. 

Wheat closed % to 174c higher; corn 
was to Sc off; oats were *40 higher 
to 5Lc lower, and rye ruled J4 to %c 
higher. 

Leading ccmmlcsi.in houses bought on 
©very dfp. while there was plenty for 
sale on the bulges. The December de- 
livery was relatively firm %wing to 
heavy purchases of that momli against 
enles of May. this representing the shift- 
ing of hedges. 

Export sales of ?.OOP.000 bushels wheat 
and 600.000 bushels rye were reported 
from the seabontrl with France and the 
United Kingdom the best buyers. Gulf 
premiums were firmer and considerable 
was sold via the port. Liverpool closed' 
l!t to 1\ pence lower In answer to our 
break of Thursday. 

t’orn dropped sharply during the early 
trading but ran into good supporting 
orders and later when short* started to: 
cover, prices rallied briskly. There, 
seems to be a widespread division of 
opinion in the trade as to the probable 
demand fo corn this year and whether 
it will suffice to take «are of indicated 
yields. The country sold corn moderate- 
ly today and the basis on the spot closed 
um hanged to lc higher. 

Oats dropped but mine back well and 
closed Irregularly. Tiade was moderate 
with commission houses operating on 
both sides meat of the time. 

Rye sold up early but foiled to shovt 
much snap at the close, although closing 
higher vilh tv he at. Rye sales for ex- 

port were fairly large hut profit taking 
on the advances was liberal. 

Provisions were active and strong. Lard 
was 7 Wj to 32V»c higher and riba were 
& to 7\*c higher. 

Fit Note*. 
Speculative trade in wheat has been 

gradually broadening. Profit taking sales | 
nave been persistent on every upturn the Inst few days, but commission house; 
buying orders are insistent on the de- 
clines. The local element got short on 
the early break today, but covered. The 
manner in which Europe keeps coming 
after our grain, even on the bulges dailj.1 
reflects the apparently great need of -j supplies abroad. 

Montreal reports daily clearances of 
wheat, ranging close to 1.000.000. Re- 
ports from ‘Winnipeg have It that the 
ocean tonnage out of Montreal tor No- 
vember is practically sll hooked for 
United States wh^at. This attracted no 
little attention In the trade. It is evident 
that this situation will make It almost 
impossible for the Canadians to aell their 
grain to Europe. 

And the deduction is that the domeatlci 
article will continue to get all the pref- 
erence because of its cheapness. The 
maintenance of high wheat prices In' 
Canada relative to ours at this time of 
year is puzzling man grain men. Canada 
is just marketing Us new crop, but at 
sue’h high prices 1s not getting rid of 
its surplus. It must be that the Cana- 
dian harvest is much poorer than the 
bullish reports to date have Indicated. 

Clearances of wheat and flour from 
North America for the week are heavy 
at 1 497,000 bushel* against 9.96n.r>00 
bushels a year ago Since July 1. clear- 
ances total 136.647.0(b) bushels, compared 
with 10& ?!M«000 bushels last year, and 
for the next six weeks they are expected 
to ga*n proportionately. Export Interests

we can continue to ship our wheat out 

so rapidly without, digging Into visible, 
supplies presently. Foreign crop Tie"*J 
continued to reiterate the great need or
