There has 
not been so much speculation or Invest- 
ment in them in many years nnd from 
present Indications the end is not near. 

Thev are not all marching in step, but 
they all have made great advances. 

Oils did a little better than they have 
been doing lately and some of the mo- 

tors were strong. Th* steels and indus- 
trial* generally had little resiliency. 

Market men of long experience counsel 
caution. The market needs a healthy re- 

action, they say. 
Net result of all the selling was an 

average decline of 2-5 of a point in the 
rails and % of a point In the Industrials. 

Foreign exchange Is slightly higher. 
Colton seemed to be well poised for an 

advance if the bureau figures were 

soundly bullish But the more the fig- 
ures were studied the less bullish they 
apparently were considered. The close 
was at a net decline of 15 to 45 point*.

toe* down and ry® ruled unchanged to

December liquidation was also on in 

wheat but there waa steady absorption 
of this grain on th® dips by a leading 
fiim which took th® slack out of the 
market and offset th® liquidating pres- 
sure. At on® tim® December wheat sold 
f. toe under the May. News wap more 

cheerful. A livelier export trade was 

witnessed while Winnipeg and Liverpool 
vers relatively buoyant. 

Th# seaboard confirmed export sales 
of 1,non.000 bushels wheat with France 
and Italy th® best buyers. Liverpool 
closed to to to pence higher. 

Corn was heavy from start to finish. 
Commission houses and locals were on 

top of th® market most of the day. No. 
4 grades of new corn sold at Ho to 7c 
tinder th® December delivery. They are 

deliverable on contract at 4toe to 5c un- 

der. Farmers are shipping in hogs at an 

activ® rate, and hogs show lighter weight 
than the average. It looks ns though 
th® reports that feeding operations have 
been curtailed extensively are true. 

Oats averaged lower within a moderate 
rang®. Commission house trade wa® less 
activ®. 

Rye encountered fairly good buying 
through several leading commission houses 
but on th® whole trade was limited and 
advances were maintained with difficulty. 

Provisions were irregular. Lard < iosed
