Washington, Dec, 6.—The vote for
the three ledding presidential ecandi-
dates in the last election {n 10 of the
largest states totaled 16,630,042, ac-
cording to figures received here from
gecretaries of state after the official
canvass, The official figures for all
states have not yet bheen received.

In each of them President Coolidge
received more than 500,000 votes, In
the 1020 election those states cast
14,437,104 votes, of which President
Harding veceived 9805778 and James
M. Cox 4,031,326,

Senator La Follette drew slightly
more from the republicans than from
the demlocrats. Coolldge recelved
60.4 per cent of the total vote in the
10 states, Davia 26.4 per cent and La
FFollette 13.3 per cent. In the 1920
eleotion Harding received 68 per cent
of the total vote in the same states
and Cox 32 per cent. La Follette, it
