“Iuring our first dayvs away out
here on the jsland of Attu, the most
westerly bit of land connected with
the American continent, we have héen
living on board* the little bureau of
fisheries hoat, the Eider.” wrole
“SBmlling Jack"” Harding in hia diary.
“Three of the officers, including Capt.
Paul Beck, have turned their bunks
over to Smith, Nelson and Wade,
while the other three of us have heen
gleeping down In the fo'casle. Cap-
tain Beck, incidentally, Is one of the
staunchest friends we have had, His
long wvears of seafaring experience,
combined with the intense enthusiasm
he has shown over our adventures
has often saved wus from serlous
trouble, For instance, in several
places where we wanted to attach
200-pound anchors to the planes, he
Ingisted on putt.ng down 400-pound
ones, and in each casea his superior
Judgment has saved us from having
the ships torn from their moorings
and driven out to sea by the woolies,

“Saturday, May 10-—=These Aleutian
islunds can surely Dboast fully 2§
per cent atrocvious Sinee
we have down here, life has
Just been one round of getting soaked
and then getting thawed out, and se

“Here In Attu, when the barometer
starts to fall, it frequently goes way
down {o 8.45, the lowest 1 have ever
seen It. Our old friends, the willle
waws, have been performing for us
again today and, if anything, they
have been the worst we have ever
seen thems And that's saying a lot,
They made the sea so rough this
morning that we couldn't even bal
ance ourselves on our planes and we
had to hustle aboard the Kider.

wHere on Captaln Beck's steamer,
we were only about 100 yprds from
the planes, Kach time a willie-waw
hit us, the Jittle Eider leaned leaned
way over, And each time thls hap-
pened, we all rushed to the portholes
expecting to see at least one 6f the
planes blown away. Donald Douglas
certainly did a mervelous job when
he built these world cruisers. When
a willleewaw hits them, instead of
hopping up and down as you would
expect them to do, they simply s=eem
to push their noses Into the wind and
hold on tight to the waves, We have
spent the whole afternoon dashing
back and forth to the portholes, ex
pecting to see the planes torn from
their moorings. Thanks to Captain
Beck, they were moored mecure
enough to ride out every gust that has
come so far,

then 11 days, we began to grow more
and more yneasy. We have missed
them more than we can say and it's
mighty tough that they are not here
to push on with us.

“Although .we have flown over a
lot of wild eountry, away out here at
Attuy we are only a littla more than
a sixth of the way around the globe.
Ho who ecan fnretell what adventures
may he awalting the rest of us from
hers on? At any rate whatever those
adventures may be, we are looking

forward to them and anxious to
get on,
“Not only is Attu the uttermost

point of America, an island way out
here on the edge of nothing, but its
inhabitants are of the lowest breed of
humin life belonging to North Amer-
jea. The population of Attu is exact-
Iv 59, all Aleuts. The day we arrived
there was no one here in Chlcagoff
excepting 24 women and girls and
cne old patriarch. Leigh belng the
sheik of the party, we have renamed
the town ‘Wade's Paradise,’ In his
honor.
Natives Live In Caves.

“Tha barbor s well sheltered with
mountalns all around it, extinet vol-
canoes of course. The village con-
sista of three wooden shacks and a
number of barrabos, native huts
which the Aleuts™burrow in under
the surface of the ground. The roofs
are made of dirt and sod and sort of
half domed shape. Each barrabo has
one lone window and from six to
elght persons live down thers in &
space about elght by 10 feet, llere
they cook, eat and sleep, and each
of these Aleut caves, designed to pro-
tect the Inhabitants from the willle-
waws, is absolutely alrtight., we all
thought we wounld like to visit one.
f.es, being a bold epirit, opened the
door and the rest of us started to
walk in, but the air was stifling. We
slmply couldn't breathe, so we heat a
hasty retreat and did the rest of our
examining of barrabos by long dis-
tance. Leigh is the only ons of us
who has been invited to dine with
them. But not caring for fish he
has declined.

“These curlous native huts at Chi-
cagoff look more llke storm cellars
than ke places where people live.
The cramped quarters down there
under the ground are divided into
two tiny little rooms. The first one
Is filled with clothes, harpoons,
jerked meat, dried fish, and all sorts
of odds and ends. The partition be-
tween this and the ‘living room' Is
usually a curtain mads of skins.
There the ald Aleut wormnen with their
wrinkled, weather-beaten faces squat
weaving baskets or making gar-
ments out of hides,

“Hold Up"” on Baskets,
“These Attu baskets are world fa-
mous and =0 few of them ares made
that they are both rare and expensive,
The traders usually get them for from
$£31 to 24 each. But as a result of
their having heard mome week ago

T'ntt] sach #oft and mnolstened

through Captaln Bissell that the coast
guard cutter Halda was coming in
they boosted the price up to from
$10 to 315, Bo when we arrived and
discovered the sltuation in the loeal
market we decided to walt for the
Halda, and then we all got together
and held out until today they finally
dropped back to thelr normal price,
“There ars only three wooden hulld
ings on this barren island; ona {8 the
littla Russian church which the
Aleuts attend, and the other two he-
long te Mr. Schroeder, wheo econtrols
tha trading righta to Attu. Ha also
has a number of fox farms on the
smaller islands scattered hetween

here and Atka. Goss and Schroeder,|
the two who control the islands of
Atka and Attu, respectively, although

flashed back and forth across the
north Pacific, the Gulf of Alaska, the
Aleutian Islands, and the Alaskan
peninsula, must have been beyond all
ealeulation, The importance of radio
in connectlon with this world flight
eannot be overestimated, and when
an around-the-world aerial transporta
tion system is established one of these
days radlo will be one of the most
important factors in making It a sue
cess,

“Since the Eider left another greal
storm has swept down upon us, &
storm .of such tremendous veloclty
that it has blown the llaida way out
to sea, We were In touch with it by
radio all the time, and ILee Baker
radiced us that the wind was blowing
at the rate of fully 60 miles an hour.
The 1lalda has had a bad time of it
durlng this gale, s0o we can limagine
what the little Eider has been going
through away out midway between
here and the Kuriles.,"

Weather Man Life Saver,

“Here in this reglon, where the
weather Is nearly always undescrib-
ably bad,” eays Lieutenant Smlith.
“I hardly know what we would have
done without our weather wizard,
Maj. William R. Blalr of the signal
corps, who has héen living up here
on the 'Eider' simply in order that
we might proceed from point to point
with the minimum of danger and de-
lay. Major Blair certalnly deserves
his reputation as one of the foramost
meteosologists In the world, So ac
curate have been his forecasts that,
except for walting and hoping that
Major Martin would eatch up with
us, we would have heen able to have
taken advantage of every possible
flying day. The major has us=ually
kept ahead of us several hundred
miles and he has made his ohserva-
tions largely with the use of his
theodolite and with toy balloons
made of pure rubber and filled with
hydrogen mso they will ascend at the
rate of 200 yards a minute,

“What the major does is to
up a balloon, take olservations
minute for about 15 minutes with
the ald of the theodolite, and then
by simple trigonometery flgure out
the dlirection and velocity of the
winds in the upper alr,

“The major also uses thermome-
ters and barometers and estimates the
winds and atmospherle conditions by
measuring the flight of clouds, He
has been working under tha most
difficult ednditions, but the forecasts
that he has sent to us by radio re-|
garding fogs and storms have bheen|
B0 accurate as to seem nlm-‘ﬂti un-|
canny.” |

Leslia Arnold’'s dlary tells how Ii
eontinued to snow and storm up un
til May 14, when It cleared lofig
enough In the afternoon to glve the
world fllers an opportunity of golng
fishing. They found great schools of
mackerel and black cod In the har
bor.
