#0 wonderful that we were in a bit
of a daze.

“But my thoughte, as we clipped
off mile after mile and hour afier
hour of open sea between Japan and
*hina, were of the days of long, long
ago, In fact it seemed a= though it
must have heen In another life, on
some other planet, that I was a sailor
on a tramp windjammer. My! What a
difference there in between a barque
that takes from one to two years (G
sail round the world, and an aerlal
cruiser like the ‘New Orleans’ that
makes the circuit of the globe In leas
than three weeka' flying time. In a
little more than 10 yvears I mot only
had mseen this miracle, but had taken
part in §t.

China, my engine was running so
smoothly that the ship seemed to be
fiving Itself, and I dropped into a
reverie, and seemed to see dozens of
giant planes passing me in the sky
with passengers making week-end
trips beiween Shangha! and San
Francisco, just as they do hetween
I*aris and London now, and it seemed
to me that the airplane was destined

they would no more feel inclined to
wage wars than the people of Oregon
feal like fighting the inhabitants of
Georgla or Florida,

Planes Stimulate Japan.

Man Abducts, Then
Kills Young Wife
Who Divorced Him

Marriage Once Annulled by
Bride's Mother Leads Even-
tually to Two Deathe and
Shooting of Two Others,

Randolph, N. Y., Deec. 25.—Tw
elopements, a divorce and an abdue
tion, in all of which the same girl
ficured, were disclogsed today In econ-
nection with a domestic tragedy here
veslerday. Peter McLarney, 235,
killed his young wife, shot her mother
and brother, then killed himself.

Mrs. Grace Anderson, mother-in-
law of the slaver, and her mon, John,
are expected to recover from bullet
wounds infiicted by Mclarney, while
he had them locked Iin a bathroom
after he had taken the life of hin
wife, Dorothy Anderson MecLarney, 22.

McLarney and the girl were sweet-
hearts five vears ago. In September,
1920, they eloped to Jamestown, mar-
ried and kept it a secret. The girl-
wife went to Dana Hall, a Massa-
chusetts achool, to prepare for Welles-
ley rollege, and her husband remained
in Randolph.

Romance Fades In Year.

But the secret leaked out, Mrs. An-
derson had the marriage annulled be-
cause her daughter was under age.
By the Christmas schooal holidave,
however, the girl was of age, so she
and McLarancy again eloped to
Jamestown and again were married
by the same clergvman who per-
formed the first ceremony.

Within a vear the romance faded:
They separated, their baby boy Was_
placed in the care of [ts maternal

grandmother, When a divorce was
granted Mrs. McLarney last fall she
entered Pratt Institute as a student.

McLarney found her in New York
several weeks ago. He urged her 10
remarry him. When she refusad, ac
carding to authorities, he forcibly
removed her to a hotel in New Jersey,
kept her there all night and left her
the next day, a prisoner in the hotel.
He was charged with Mann act viola-
tion for that episode, and was out on
£2,000 ball pending the action of a
federa] grand jury at New York.

Shoots Mother-in-Law.

The former Mrs, McLarney rame
from New York to spend Christmas
with her mother. While the young
woman wns calling at the home of
Mrs Willilam Atchison, McLarney en
tered and shot his former wife to
death Then he went to the home
of his mother-In-law anfd shot her and
her saon, after locking himself in the
bathroom with them.
