By Assoclated Press,
EW YORK, Dec. 20.—The 1924
all-American football eleven
picked by Walter Camp, dean of
gridiron authorities, Is notable chief-
1¥ for the selection of no more than

“one star from any eleven in the coun-

try, and its fallure to place on the
first team any representative of the
Yale and
Princeton.

The east’'s famous triumvirate, an-
clent strongholds of the game, is ig-
nored on the first team for the first
time in the 85 years Camp's selec-
tlons have been made,

It marks, too, & climax in the wide-
epread development of playing stand-
ards since 1889 and 1800, when Camp
picked « his first two all-American
teams entirely from the squads of the
“Big Three,” then dominant in the
game, but now forced to yleld their
ancient supremacy to other and ever-
increasing rivals.

Harvard Gets Nothing.

Harvard s not represented at all In
Camp's selections, for the first time
the Crimson falling to place a man
on elther the second or third teams
which he also picks. Previously, Har-
vard had failed only in the war year
of 1918 to have an entry on the first
eleven. Yale, although it finished its
second straight season without defeat
and captured the "Big Three" crown
once more, 18 recognized only on the
second team, with Captain Lovejoy at
center and Ducky Pond in the back-
field. Princeton i= on even basis in
ihis respect, the Tigers having Be-
attle at guard and Slagle at quarter-
back on the second string combina-
tion. Geographically the 1924 selec-
tions are well distributed for on the
first team the east has six representa-
tives, the middlewest flve and the far
west one. Among the 33 stars In-
cluded In the three combinations, the
east leads with 16, the middie west
has 10, the far west six and the south
one,

Three players are recognized on the
first team for the second time. They
are Harold (Red) Grange, famous Illi-
nols back and outstanding individual
etar of the year; Ed Garbisch, Army
center, who returns to the post he
held in 1022; and Homer Hazel, Rut-
gers, who waa picked as an end In
1823 and fullback this =eason.

Parallels for Shift.

Hazel's shift from the line to the
buckfield has few parellels. Back in
1501, Dunker of West Polnt was
vhosen as a tackle and the following
vear he gained a place as halfback.
Walter Fekersall of Chlecago was an
end on the 1004 eleven, hut shifted
to quarterback, where he gained his
greatest fame, in 1905 and 1906,
