pressure. 

The Winnipeg market was independent- 
ly weak all day and clotted 1 \ < lower 
tor all deliveries. The relative weakness 
there was partly explainable by the fact 
that on the previous day t'anada prices 

stronger than t'hicago Stocks of 
wheat In t'anada are Haiti to he about 
80 000.000 bushels less than last year In 
nil positions. This probably explains the 
Mteugih of the cash market at Winnipeg. 

There were reports from the southwest 
th.it ttie lower temperatures following the 
reipnt thaw was covering nianv wheat 
fields with lee again and undoubtedly 
will prove detrimental to the crop. There 
u-,s considerable buying of July wheat 
tigainst sales of the Mnv on this news.
