range operating situation.”

“Wa respectfully suggest,” the
resolution continued, “that the ecom-
mittes for studying the rangs prob-
lem be appointed by the president of
the United States and be composed
of the secretary of agriculture the
sucretary of interlor and three olher
members, who are recognized men of
sound business experience.™
