INTANGIBLE TAX 
TEST CASE HEARD 

Aurora. Jan. 16.—An Intangible tax 
law test case was tried by Judge L. S. 
Hastings in the district court AVed- 

inesday when Frank Coykendal 
sought an Injunction against County 
Treasurer Harry E. Toot and other 
county officials to prevent them from 
collecting taxes for years from 1915 
to 1921, Inclusive, on 38 shares of 
stqck in an electric company which 
he owned during those years, and 
which Wiis not assessed. 

In May the county commissioners 
ordered Assessor F. C. Rundle to as 

sess this stock to Coykendal for seven 

years preceding the enactment of the 
intangible tftx law. Coykendal listed 
these shares for taxation in 1922 after 
the intangible tax law .was passed 
and under the statute the county of- 
ficials are prevented from collecting 
taxes on the stock thus listed for the 
preceding years. 

In his argument to the court County 
Attorney Stanley took the position 
that this provision of the intangible 
tax law is unconstitutional and void 
for the reason that the legislature Is 
prevented from making an exemption 
of any taxes. Judge Hastings took 
the matter under advisement and will 
decide it later. 

MIDWEST FAIR 
FREE OF DEBT

nancial record was disclosed, when the 
Buffalo county and the Midwest l-’air 
association held Its regular meeting.
