Four Friends Formed Club,

Payl Harris, a Chicago attorney,
and threa friends formed the flrst
Rotary club on ¥February 23, 1905,
and its growth since then has been
steady. The second Rotary club, pat-
terned after the original soclety, was
established in San Francisco jn 1908,
Close upon San Francisco’s heels
were Oaklamd, Seattle, Los Angeles,
New York, Boston, Tacoma, Minne
apolis, 8t. Paul, St. Louls, New Or
leans, Kansas City, Lincoln, Portland,
Detroit and Omaha,

Rotary International now consists
of more than 1,600 cluba with an ap-
proximate membership of a little less
than 100,000 fn 28 countries. £

Three of the charter members of
the Omaha Rotary club are still mem:
bers, They are A, V., Dresher of
Diresher Brothers, Lee Huff of the
Nebraska Buick Auto company, and
Frank Haskell of the TlLove-Haskell
Insurance  company. They were
among the organizers of the club in
Deceffber, 1910. A charter was glven
to the lo®al branch in August, 1011,
