The matter of choosing assistants
will be left entirely to Coach Bearg,
the athletic board has announced.
His decisions on who to use and
who not to use in his work as
coach will be final. He will be in
Lincoln in time to meet the men
for spring foothall practice.

This will begin as soon as the
weather permits and in the mean.
time some inside work, such as
wrestling and development of leg
and arm work and how to establish
equilibium.
