The ret nil price of food in cheaper 

in Omaha than in many cities Oma- 

ha’a size, according to a survey made 

hy the Omaha Chamber of Commerce 

from a government report giving the 

average retail price food in 51 
« it ies. 

I’sing a pound each of roundsteak. 
butter, bread, flour, potatoes, lard 
and toffee, a dozen eggs and a quart 
of milk, the bureau found that the 

average retail cost for these in the 51 
cities was $2,50 2-5. while the average 

retail cost in Omaha was $2.39. 
Comparing the Omaha total cost of 

the items with that of other cities 

representing all parts of the country, 
tIk* bureau discovered that one wou|d i 

have to look far and wide to find a 

city where the family’s grocery bill j 
would be less than in Omaha. 

The comparison shows that the cost 

of the food items in Boston was $3.10;! 
in New York, $2.SI; in Washington, 
D. C.. $2.69; in Atlanta, (la., $2.57; 
in Chicago, $2.56; In Dallas. Tex., 
$2.55 1-2; in Seattle, Wash, $2.50; in 
Kansas City, $2.49. and In St. Louis. 
$2,45 1-2. This is a range of from 612 
cents higher than Omaha in St. Louis, 
to 71 cents higher in Boston.
