Washington, Febh, 14.—President
Coolldge 1oday completed the cabinet
with which he will start the new ad-
ministration on March 4,

He ended weeks of uncertainty and
politicnl wire pulling by gelecting
William M. Jardine, head of Kansns
State Agricultural college, to be sec-
retary of agriculture, and accom
panled this nominatibn to the senate
with that of Frank B. Kellogg to be
secretary of state,

There are now three appointments
befove senate for confirmation—Kel-
logg. Javinde, and Charles B, Warren,
appeointed attorney general a month
ago. None of these appolntments are
popular with the senate, for, in each
instance, the president moved counter
to the wishes of state delegations In
CONEress,

Two Confirmations Sure,

Kellogg and Jardine will be con-
firmed with little or no opposition,
There has been talk of holding up the
Kellogg appointment until he ‘“ex-
pliined™ the Parls agreement to the
foreign relations committes, but this
Malk has now died away.

The Warren appointment, however,
will not be confirmed by the presen;
senate, and there {is grave doubt
whether he can be confirmed in tha
new senate which will be called inta
special session for a few hours on
March 4. ;

Warren himself came to the cafital
today and his arvival was accom-
panied hy rumors that he would ask
ihe president to withdraw his name.

eze rumors could pot be confirmed,

and on President Coolldge's hehalf,
it was stated there would be “no
backing down.”

May Ask Withdrawal.

Tt was pointed out, however, If
Warren himself insiste on withdraw-
ing the president could hardly refuse
his request.

The opposition to Warren has not
diminlshed in the face of the White
House demand that he be confirmed.
It hne rather tended to Increase, un-
til it now embraces virtually the en-
tire democratic membership and the
sovenlled  “progressive wing” of the
ropublican  side, Warren's long con-
nection with sugar interests which
have run afoul of the law on divers
nccasions make him, in the eyves of
the so-called progressives, "“unavail-
ahle” as an attorney general,
hezin his new adminkstration with
men of hi®= own chooking was evidenc:
