Tells Antiquit

‘of Profession

—

First Scientists Appeared 25,
000 Years Ago, Dr. Wil
liam Durand Tells
Omaha Audience.

Dr. Willam Frederick Durand of
Leland Stanford university teld an
audience in the south room of the
Chamber of Commerce Saturday
night that early clvilizations ‘had
englneers in the stone age, 25,000
years ago, He referred to the men
who fashloned flint arrow heads and
ropearheads as having been skilled in
thelr line and quite apart from the
rank and flle of their time.

The Inventlon of the how and ar-
row was an engineering achievement,
be explained; It was the genesis of
the idea of the spring, the storing of
energy In an elastic object. The
slingshot, he added, was the source
of the Idea of the flywheel, which
is the application of the prineciple of
embodying energy In a rotating maass.

Tells of Antlquity.

Hlis subject was "“The Engineering
Profession, Ita Antlquity and Its
Reaponsjbility.” He appeared under
the auspices of the Engineers’ club
of Omaha and the Nebraska section
of the American Soclety of Me:
chanical Engineers, Homer Y.
Knouse, president of the Engineers'
club, Introduced the distingulshed
speaker. Dr. Durand attended a din-
ner at the Athletic club.

“The combination of the engineer
and the Industrialist is the oldest
calling in the history of our civiliza-
tlon,” sald Dr., Durand. “It {s the
function of the engineer to adapt the
materials of the earth and the
energles of nature to the require-
ments of the day. Through the ages,
each generation has contributed its
quota. We have recelved this gift or
bequest and its {s our responsibility
to make the most of it and pass it
on improved to the succeeding gen-
eration. This is our duty to civiliza-
mnﬂl'

Aviation Develnpﬁx.

In hls references to engineering of
25,000 vears sgo, the speaker stated
that early man fashioned twigs and
rushes Into baskets for carriers. He
helieves that the origin of clay
products may be traced to these
baskets into which the housewlives
placed clay and then burned away
the outside material. Hea referred to
the dlscovery of producing fire at will
and of controlling it, as the turning
of an important page of clvilization.

“The development of air trans-
portation,’ he sald, is well in hand
in its engineering and sclentific fac-
tors. The future of air transporta-
tion rests on an economio basis. If
the government will fos‘er aerial
highways with beacon lights, it would
be a long step toward placing avia-
tion on an economic basis.”
