Washington, Feh. 18.—The senate
today substituted its postal pay and
rate Increase bill for that passed by
the house,

This actlon was taken without a
record vote, and places the two mens-
uree, varying widely on the proposed
rate increases, into conference be-
tween the senate and house for ad-
fustment - of differences. ~

The =enate bill already had been
approved once by the chamber, but
the hpuse refused to consider it on
the ground that it was revenue rals-
ing legifation and, as such, could
joriginate only in the house. Its rate
sectlon, It is estimated, will produce
'Httle more than $£30,000,000 additional
jrevenue, while that of the house il
is sald to ecarry ahout twiee thae
lamount to meet galary Increases ag-
siezaling more than £60,000,000 a
veanr.

Before readopting {ts bill as a mub-
ttute for the house measure, the
senate today struck out, en motion
of Senator Harrison, democrat, Missis-

The =senate bill also would make
the pay Increnses effective as of July
1, 1924, Insted of January 1, 19256, as

NIGHT SESSIONS

Washington, Feb, 16, —Senator
Borah today obtained from Senator
Curtis, the majority leader In the

senate, a promlise that if the agricul-
ture commities does not report out a
bill based on the recommendations of
the president’s agricultural commis-
sion, one of the agricultural relief
measures now on the calendar will
be ealled up.

Senator Borah made it plain he had
reached almost the limit of patlience
with the delay and was determined to
force action, but restrained by assur.
ances that the leaders were rushing
the maiter.

Senator Curtis stated the republiean
steering committee had stood ready
from the first tn take up any bill re
ported from the argicultural commit-
tee. He =ald he again would confer
with committee leaders and urge them
tn get together nn some measure, If
this falls, he declared, he will ask
the steering committes (0 agree on
one of the bills on the calendar and
call it up to be whipped in shape for
passage.

The MocNary-Haugen bill to set up
an agricultural export corporation to
huy surplua yroducts and sell them
abroad; the Norris-Sinclalr bill, cre
ating a government corporation to
take over the general marketing of
farm products, and the Curtls-Aswell
bill, establishing a system of co-oper-
atlve marketing controlled hy the
farmers themselves, are before the
committee,

The Curtls-Aswell measure s re-
garded as most likely to be called up,
but probably would be amended on
the floor to carry out some of the
other rwnmmenﬂatlnns
