Recent strength in 
Liverpool, which is up 7 pence on the 
nearby delivery the last two dajs. was 
partly credited tJf the fact that much of 
the world shipment* this w-ek were go- 
ing direct to the continent and compara- 
tively little to the United Kingdom.

# rhe prominent exporters, have turned 
bearish. They take the stand, that re- 
gardless of the large estimated require- 
ment* on the part of Europe, that unless 
our wheat clears much more rapidly than 
at present we will enter the new crop 
year next year with a sizable carryover, 
although smaller than a year ago.

New York. Feb. 20.—Dim-* tomor- 
row will say: 

"After tbe expansion of reent 
months, it in not surprising that fur- 
ther gains In business develop more

Purchasing has been large 
in many instances, covering require- 
ments for some, time ahead and thus 

leaving less incentive for buyers to 

make additional commitments until 

goods previously ordered have passed 
into consumption. That the move- 

ment of merchandise is of notably 
heavy volume is shown by returns of 
railroad freight traffic which con- 

tinues »n set new precedents for this 
season and this evidence of trade 
activity Is supplemented by other 
favorable statistical comparisons.
