TO ENTIRE WORLD

Research work Is the most valuable
study In universities today,
ing to Dr. Ernest D. Burton, presi
dent of the University of Chicago,
speaking at the Chamber of Com-
merce Monday noon.

He told the several hundred
Omaha business men at the luncheon
that if it was not for the research
work In electricity the world would
not have advanced where it Is today.

“Fifty and 60 venrs ago you never

vergity. Today practleally every stu-
dent does some research work., It

Dr. Burtqn sald there are two
kinds of worlds—the business worll
and the educational world, The edu-
catlonal world, he said, i doing re-
gearch work in astronomy, disease,
radlo, electricity and other lines,

The business world is the opposite,
according to Dr. Burton., "The busl
ness man sees the materinl things
of life. He pees things, but never

_delves Intn them as extensively as the

ucator and research men."”

Escaped Posse,

The hammer with which Moore had
heen slain was identified as one he-
longing to Ringer's step-father. The
men were found who sald that theyv
believed that they had seen Ringer
and Bendep with Moore on the morn-
ing of the day on which he died.

A man hunt was begun. It was
the greatest, in diligence, which this
section of the state ever knew., The
chlef of police took personal charge
in the search and traveled over five
states, always just a little behind the
two boys.

At last Ringer was located In Mis.
slsaippi and arrested, He had separat-
ed from Bender and no trace of that
person could be found,

To be Returned.

Ringer was held in the Mississippi
Jail for more than a week, while the
chief continued his eearch for RBen-
der. Then he was brought back to
Hastings and placed on trial.

Never did the chief despair of ap-
prehending Bender. He followed elr-
culars with letters to police heads,
asking them to watch for the suspect,
He was always in readiness to take
the first train for any peoint in the
country where the suspect might be
found.

Today came word from Liberty that
Bender had been found there and was
under arrest.
