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Germans Still |
Preparing for
War, Report Says

Allied Committee
Young Men Are Being
Trained Secretly and
Stores of Arms Found.

Charges

By Amssoclated FPress,

Parie, March 2.—The opinlon of
Marshal Foch and hils colleagues of
the allled war committes is that the
report of the military control mission
shows that the Germans persist In
their detérmination to maintain  a
complele staff of officers for an army
such a8 exlsted prior to 1914,  Also,
the commiitee helleves, Germany is
educating not only officers and subal
terna to this end, but under all soris
of camouflage, Is tralning enough
young men to mobilize n strong fight-
ing army whenever {t wishes to do =0,

This, the commities says, in a writ-
ten opinion which the ambasgaiors’
counell will consider tomorrow, is of
far greater import than the discov.
ery of unauthorlzed war material, al-
though 1t is pointed out that the
existence of {llicitly manufactured
rifles, machine guns and parts of
cannon, emphasizes the seriousness
of the situatlon,

Secret Shops Found.

Among the detalls of the control
mission's report, to which the mili-
tary experts refer, Is the discovery in
steel mills of eecret shops walled up
from the eves of the indiscreet where
are stored patterns and molds for the
most improved type of cannon and
even finished tubes that In a short
time could be completed into guns
resdy to fire. Tips given by German
pacifista lead to many finds of this
sort, including more new rifles than
would be required to arm the entire
German army on the basis of Ver
sailles treaty.

Information given by workmen em
ployed in chemical factories led to the
finding of conclusive evidence that fa-
cilities for the production of asphyxl
ating gas have heen left intact as
they existed at the end of the great
war. Tha report on thls point con-
firms evidence which the allies have
had for some time to the effect that
the Germans had erected new fac-
torfes that eould almost instantly be
devoted to the productlon of wvast
quantities of the most deadly weapon
which the war developed and which
had just begun to demonstrate how
deadly It could bs made when the
confliet ended.

May Call Conference.

These discoveries, in the opinion of
the military experts, are rendered all
the more important by proofs of the
existence of a military staff school
and the tralning of young men of
Germany for an army such as that
with which the country entered the
great war,

The opinion in diplomatia ecircles
thian evening is that the ambassadors’
council will give both reports a sort
of casual serutiny and then the gov-
erpment will discuss the jdea of
calling an allled conferéence to deal
finally with the matter, This confer-
ence probably will not be ealled until
after the Belgian elections as it would
he held in Brussels,

New York, March 2 —Kxhaustion
of the country's criude oil reserves by
the end of 1928, with prospects of
smaller production and increased con-
sumption this vear, was sald to be
a possibility today by Iarry F. Sin-
clalm, chalrman of the Sinclaly Con-
salidation O corporation

Eliminating gtocks”  from
400,000,000 barrels of crude oll above
ground in the U'nited States, includ-
