Edward Flynn, general manager of
the Burlington lines, west, sald the
yresent plans of tha bridge may be
detrimental in that it would have a
tendency to raise the water and there-
by wash the tracks of the Burlington,

Flynn eaid the bridge would be
built on property helonging to the
Burlington and officlals of the ralil-
road would investigate the original
plot of the ground to escertain wheth-
er the land is part of the general
mortgage. This may affect the se-
curing of federal ald.

Flynn sald as soon as the engineers
of the Burlington arrived {n Omaha
they would confer with 'W. B, Cheek,
director of the King of Tralls com-
pany, regarding the road.
