Outsmarted, hut not outgamed, the

plucky Crelghton five, every one of
whom was playing his first year of
hizgh school basket ball, fought from
gun to gun with demon-like furiosity
to stem the tide of Maroon players,
but experience triumphed.

Led by Kenneth Othmer, rangy
center, the Techsters held the
Junior Bluejays in leash thoughout
the fray, and only for a new flit-
ting moments early in the game did
the Hilltoppers threaten the super-
iority of the Drummond-coach five,
Tech led, 16 to 8, at the half,

From the viewpoint of the sev.
eral  thousand spectators  who

Jammed into the gymnasium, the
contest was even more spectacular
than the Technical-Central game
of the night before,

Spectacular offensive drives, and
brilliant defense of both teams kept
the crowd in a tremor, KEvery play
was contested, KEvery baslet was
baitled for, and there was little ac-
tual stalling to break up the con-
tinuity of play.

Several times, when a few points
to the good, the Maroons attempted
to stall, but Coach Drennan’s men,
effectually broke up this type of
defense.

Two tall, shifty yvouths stand out in
the Technical High victory.
