Their honeymoon took
them first to KEngland and then to
India, where they lived in a Calcutta
apartment Tor a year,

$600 a Month.

Although Mr. While recelved 1,500
rupeegs or ahout £600 a month salary
from a British electric company, he
asked her for money tn furnish their
apartment, she Jestified,

“1 loaned him 35000, of which 1
horrowed $3.000 from my mother and
£2.000 from my grandmother,” ashe
related. .

In the meantime Mra. White hroke
her collarbone in an accident and was
confined at a hospital for several
weeks, A few months later she was
to return to a roepital, and

Insisted on Return,
