Tax Probe

Chamber Thrown Into Tur-
moil by Clash Between
Ernst and Couzens;

Glass Enters Fray.

Fist Flght Threatened

Washington, March 14.—As a sen-
sational climax to a fight over the
collection of income taxes hy the
Treasury depariment, the senate thia
pfternoon deprived Senator Richard
2. Ernst, republican, of Kentucky, of
the right tn dehate for having pub-

Licly insulted a fellow senator,

The vote was tnken on a motion to
reastore Frnst's floor privileges afier
he was ‘“called to order™ for asking
permission to call a fellow senator “a
wilful, wicked and malicious liar.,
Trnst did not {ndicate who the term
would be applied to, but the drift of
debate pointed his remarks to Sena-
tor Jamesa A. Couzens, republican, of
Michigan.

The vote was 32 to 48, and the re-
sult forced Ernst {n remaln in his
seat without the privilege of entering
debate,

Denounces Couzens.

The clash came after Frnst de-
nounced Senator Couzens for alleged
persecutlon of Secretary of the Treas-
ury Mellon in his investigation of in-
come taxes. (ouzens retaliated by
charging Ernst with “tipping of "
the treasury to cases under Investiga-
tiun so that important records could
e destroyed. Senator Carter Glass,
democrat, of Virginla, former secre-
tary of the treasury, criticized hoth
Frnst and Mellon.

(3lass sald Mellon's arbitrary assess-
ent of $11,000,000 agalnst Couzens on
the old Ford motor stock case was
“tyranny.”

A moment later FErnst sprang to
his feet and asked the presiding of-
fleer whether it was in order to “call
a fellow senator a willful, wicked and
malicious lar?”' = :

This produced an uproar in the
rhamber, a dozen senators shouting
for recognition. Above the roar of
vnices Senator Glass was heard shout-
Ing:

“Dn you mean me?"

Pointas of brder were ralsed against
Frnst from all sides of the chamber
and linall Senator Rohinson of Arkan.
sas, minority leader, formally made
the ohjection.

Point Sustained.

The point of order war sustained by
Benator Fess, republican of Ohlo, who
was presiding, and Ernst ordered to
resume his seat.

“1 want the senator to be specific,
Glags persisted, “Does he mean me?"”

“I can't reply,” Ernst shouted back.

Order was finall restored when Sen-
ator Moses, republican, of New Hamp-
shire, made a formal motion to re-
store hi= floor privileges to Trnst.
This Immediately
ontburat, with democrata shouting
“No, no,” and Glasa still insisting ow
learning whether he was the object
of Frnat's attack,

“Tha senator (Ernst) invited this
sltuailon himself,"” Senator Borah, re-
publiean, of Idaho, finally declaved.
“He violated the rules of {he senate
four or flve times vharging an
other senator (Couzens) with sinister
purpnses in the conduct nf ]mhllr- al
faire. 1 demand that hi= remarks
against that senator be ellminated
from the record."”

Vote Demanded.
Ernst refused and the vote to re
stora his privileges followed, ©On the

balloting, democrats and independent
republicans voted solldly against the
Kentucky senator, and he was forced
to remaln In his seat, deprived of the
right of debate.

After the vote, Roblngon obtalned
the floor and yvielded to Ernst; who de-
clared that Couzens’ attack upon him
“unfounded."”
