Cotton Manufacturers' association,

In the present and prospective in-
wustrial sltuation, Mr., Coolldge saw
Justification of the taviff, and he again
Jledged an administration of justice
by the government in itg relations witk
Jbusiness, The policy of conserving
1o the Amerlean producer “the right
of firat opportunity in the home mar
Let," he sald, has resulted in a “very
e approximation of democracy In In-
adustey.’” g

He also promized full assistance b
Lie national government in flghting
. lwe boll weevil and endorged the sug-
sestion for a tfeaty of co-operation
mmong the cotton producing states,

Reviews Problems.

The president reviewed at length
the problems of the cotton manufac-
turing industry, noting even the re-
turn of short ekirts and the conse-
guent reduction In consumption of
cloth., He added that he saw little
progpect of stabllizing women’s atyles,
and remarked that  their consgtant
changing might make it difficult for
manufacturers, but “no doubt relleves
fmonotony and adds to the splce of
life,"

In discussing the governmeut's re-
lations with business, tha president
daclared enforcement of the law was
essential, but that-it was necessal’y
algo for industry to exercise the same
vigllance, lle lauded industry for its
vecognition of Its responsibiliity to-
wards ita employes.

The agencies of the government
were placed at the disposal of indus-
try by Mr. Coolidge, who mentioned
specifically that the federal trade
Board “has heen devised for the pur-
poee of safeguarding vour rights, pro
tecting you from unfair trade prac-
tices., and admonishing and correcting
vou if you are wrong.”

. Jdustifies Tariff.

Justifylng the tariff, the president
declared “the towering stature of our
Yndistrial structure as we see it to-
day {8 the best, i indeed the com-
plete vindication of this poliey.

“There has heen at some times and
i1 some ¢uarters a disposition * to
ceitielze the American paolicy of con-
serving fivst opportunity in our home
narket for our own producers,’”. he
said. “We can hardly expect that such
a program would be popular with
those who find themselves placed at
a disadvantage in the greatest market
of the world, which s the American
wmarket. But those who would charge
us with selfishness in thua glving
tipst thought to homie interest would
da well to consider whether thelr own
policles In thps regard are more Uh-
eral than ours,

Internal Revenue
Bureau Will Open
Tax Record Again

Public After July 1. De-
spite Protests and Pend-
ing  Suits.

Washington, April 8.—Prepratione
ares now being made to carry out the
provisions of the 1524 revenue act,
dirvecting that the awounts of indi.
viduale' Income {iax paymenis be
ninda publie, officials of the Internal
revenue bureau announced today.

The returns will not be thrown
apen to the pullie before July 1, at
the earllest, it was sald, as it will
not be possible to get the records in
ghape before that time.

The publicity proeision, which was
put inte effect for the first time last
fall, when lista of taxpayers and the
amount of taxes pald were publlzhed
by newspaperg all over *the country,
resulted in strong Indignation on the
part of mome of_thn. heavy taxpayers.

1t waas believed for some time that
efforts would made to have the
statute repealed during the last mes-
sion of congress, but as tax leglsla-
tion was not taken up, the publicity
provision still remains part of the
law, and revenuse officials here have
all intentions of carrying it out, *

It was said that the fact that there

erée a number of cases testing the
legaiity of the statute now before
the supreme court would in no way
inﬂuenc;. the attitude of the pte: nal
revenus bureau In carrying out the
provisiofis of the law.
The o ow pending are all sults
instituted by thé Departmeut of Jus-
tice against newspapers who publish-
ed the amounta of individual taxes, in
order 1o test whether the publicity
proviston makes publication of the
returns legal., It is thought also that
the court's decislon also will throw
light on the question of whether the
statute Is constitutional. .
One of the chief s charged
against the publicity is that it ma-
terially helped stock swindiers, com-
pilers of “sucker lists'"” and other con-
fidence workers.
