The seaboard failed to confirm any ex- 
port business, even though there was 
buying for foreign account. It was re- 
port ed that exporters had offered very 
little grain to th<> r.tlici side over the 
holiday. Liverpool closed 7'.d to r'.d 
higher. 

Horn displayed Its greatest strength 
near the close. Hovering by shorts in 
the May delivery, .some of whom were 
credited with putting out lines in the 
July, rendered to the nearby delivery a 
1'ght appearance. Commission houses 
generally had buying orders in the corn 
pit off and on, and all offerings were 
easily cared for. 

Oats advanced wtih other grains. 
Trade was not large. Commission houses 
had resting orders to buy at intervals, 
and the offerings at no time were heavy
