joint statement, predicting ‘“‘pointed
developments” in the baffling and
tragie mystery.

A threatening letter also was re-
ceived at the Fraunks home today. Its
contents were fnot made known at
once but it was sald to be written
in poor English, much different from
the style and construction of the
original ransom letter demanding
$10,000, which was received Thurs
day morning.

Chicago, May 24.—Sclence today
had eatisfied the authorities that Rob-
ert Franks, 13-year-old son of a mil-
lionaire, was killed by suffocation,
and science, too, had pointed the
way to identification of the owner-
ship of the peculiar spectacles found
near the epot where the body was
found in a culvert. The spectacles
are such as are ordinarily worn by a
woman,

Coroner Oscar Wolff announced the
hoy was a victim of suffocation after
his chemists had found no external
cause of death, no metallic poisong in
the vital organs, and concluded that
a2 hand or cloth preased over the
lad's mouth brought death,

The spectacles, narrow from temple
to temple, with comparatively straight
hows, such as are usually worn by a
woman, concava lenses intended for
street wear by a farsighted person,
were made to order from prescription,
a Chicago opticlan declared.

Father to Spend Million,

Jacob Franks, father of the boy,

has voiced an untiring deterimnation |

to finfl his son’'s slayers.

“I'l spend $1,000,000 to =olve this
crime,” he sald. ‘“Money means noth.
ing to me now.,"”

hoy's funeral, which has not been
definitely fixed.

This feature waa cleared up
when the undertaker said that he had
put them on him, belleving them his
and that they would ald in his {dentl-
fication. \

features of any man except an ex-
seedingly thin-faced one. They are
more of a feminine style and the po-
lice are Investigating the posaibllity
that a woman may have been mixed
up in the affair,

Bit by bit as they trace the boy's
steps from the time he left the school-
vard, where he had umpired a base-
ball game, the detectlves are plecing
together what they say probably is
the correct story. It has developed
that at the precise moment that the
boy left the school a man who had
been sitting on the curb in front
arose and waved his arm as if In
signal, It was a few moments later,
according to the story told by a
schoolmate, that the boy was seen to
enter a large touring ca
willingly.
