Unfavorable 
weather conditions were fairly general 
over the corn belt, delaying crop germi- 
nation as well as leplanting where nec-

Wheat closed lower, corn was

Trade in the wheat pit was Dmtted. 

owing to the disposition to await, tfie gov- 
ernment report, issued after the clone The 
report was expected to be mildly bullish, 
but traders regarded it as very bullish 
when figures were given Liverpool was 

still closed and Winnipeg failed to show 
much individuality as a result. 

There was buying of corn early In the 
day and near the last, credited to promi- 
nent houses Shorts were led to cover s« 
the session progressed. The crop outlook 
over Iov a was somewhat Improved, but 
elsewhere over the belt conditions were 
unchanged Cash demand locally wan 
moderate, with receipts fairly large and 
premiums off 14c at the last.
