In submitting their report and lis 
of teachers to the board. Dr. J. H 
Wallace, D. C. Eldrege and Dan C 
Johnson were the only connnittei 
members signing the report. Max I 
Walker was absent. 

Explaining his refusal to sign tin 
report of the teachers' committee 
Ramsey said: 

"I am tli rough being a rubber 
slamp member of the board. Thii 
list was brought in for the first time 
as far as I knew, at 7:80 a. m. Wed 
nesday. 1 refused to approve a cannei 
list of teachers." 

Beveridge O. K.'s List. 
Superintendent J. H. Beverldg' 

stated that his office had gone over th< 
list carefully. 

Chairman Wallace of the teachers 
committee stated that his committee' 
could not agree on the list and gavi 
as one of the difficulties the questior 
of appointing two negro teachers t< 
he assigned to teach colored children 

"I believe these two negro worrier 
should have been appointed," Dr 
Wallace said.
