Total of 5.279.000.000 Candle
Power to Outline Path
of Coast-to-Coast

Fliers. i
Chleagn, June 27.—A 1.480-mile
stretch between Cleveland, O., and

Rock Springs, Wyo., will be drenched
with overlapping pools of light and
beacons circling horizons which in-
tercept one another, combining to
produce a total of 5,279,000,000 candle
power when the day and night alir
mail service starts on regular sched-
ule July 1,

The night flyilng sectlon has heen
divided into three units and that be-
tween Chlcago and Cheyenne, meas-
uring 885 miles, will be lghted at
once. The east and west wings will
he utilized as summer wanes and
days grow shorter,

In the central division main sta-
tions are located at Chicago, Towa
City, Ia.; Omaha, Neb.: North Platte,
Neb.,, and Cheyenne, Wyo. Between
the main terminals are divisional
flelds, 22 to 25 miles apart. At the
terminal fields four 500,000,000 candle
power heacons will ba the center of
flumination and one of the same
type beacons at each divisional field.

Acetylens Flashes,

Every three miles, in hetween main
and divisional fields acetylene flashes
on six-foot platforms have been in

stalled. 'These were located last Au-
gust during the night flying experl-
ments. There s actually a landing

field every three miles along the 885-
mile route from Chicago to Cheyenne,

The blg 500,000,000 candle power
beacons are set one-half of 1 degree
above the horizon. They revolve com-
pletely around three times a minute
and are visible for 150 miles. Other
500,000,000 candle power incandescent
beacons similarly set make the cirecuit
every 10 seconds and are visible for
at least 100 miles, The acetylene bea-
cons of 5,000 candle power are visible
nine miles and flash 150 times a min-
ute,

Bitter Creek and Salt Wells.
