An Ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 100 of the
city of McCook also to amend sections 4, 12, 13
and 22 of Ordinance No. 46 of the city of Me-
Cook, and also to repeal said original Ordinance
No. 100 and sections 4, 12, 13 and 22 of said
original Ordinance No. 46.

Be it ordained by the mayor and council of the

city of MeCook :

Sec. 1 That section 4 of Ordinance
amended so as to read as follows:

Section 4 Tho city council of said eity, do
hereby establish us the tariff water rates to con-
sumers from the water works heretofore owned
b) the Lincoln Land Compauny, now owned by
the McCook Water Company at MceCook, for
water furnished such consumers on and after
the 1Z2th day of August, 1Wi, the following:
meter rates, where the amount consumed does
not exceed two thousand cubic feet for the
quarter, twelve cents per hundred cubic feot;
where amount consumed is more than two thou-
sand cubic feet per quarter and does not exceed
five thousand cubic feet per quarter, for the
