It had been counted a poor year for |
tarpon, yet in fifteen consecutive days |
of fishing we were fast to forty-four |
tarpon, each of which had jumped for |
us from one to twelve times. This |
hizh water mark of twelve jumps was
made by n tarpon which was stimu- |
lated to his later efforts by the pres-
ence of a pursuing shark, aond the
twelfth juomp was a double number.
There was commotion in the erimsoned
water, new vigor at the other end of
my line, and it was an hour later when
I finally laaided on n sand bar a shark
with an aldermanic stomach A knife
drawn across this distended organ dis-
closed the tarpon in sections, with the
hook still fast in hiIs jaw, and enabled
the ecamera man to photograph to-
gother the subjects he had recently |
photogzraphed  separately. Althongh |
this shark was only one-fifth the size
of our big hammeriead, yet Le made
but two hites of his vietim.

Our work at BDoea Grande ended with
the red letter day of the season of all
seasons.
