He never scemed
happier than when in Mr. Clemens' so-
ciety and often took him with him on
yvachting crunises. The great writer
heard of Mr., Rogers’ death on his way
to New York., where he had expected
to meet his friend and enjoy the day
with him. He exelaimed:

*“This Is terrible, terrible! 1 ecan't
talk abeut it, 1 am inexpressibly
shocked and grieved.”

AMr. Rogers' aetivities In
with the Virginia railway commaonly
known Rogers' tidewater road
had been held responsible for much of
his ill health in recent years., DPrac
tically alone he had earried throagsh
this projeet, his Iast great industrial
venture. There have been many re-
ports that he lost millions in the en-
terprise.

It was said by his associates that he
had done little or no speculating in
Wall street since 1906 and that all his
cnergy beyvond what was required in
the overseership of the Standard 0il
company had been concentrated on
the tidewater road's completion.
