The Purchase of Diderot’s Library by
Catherine Il. of Russia.

Empress Catherine 1L of Russin was
a great reader and a Jover of bLooks.
One of her services to letters in Russia
was the purc-bnse of the libraries of
Voltaire and Diderot. She was a warm
friend and admirer of these Freuch
philosophers. and their work ioterest-
el her because she was eager to leiarn
new theories of politics and govern-
mwent. Voltaire's library of about 7.000
volumes Is now a part of the Rus-
sizn imperial library in the Hermituge
patdace, and in the hall devoted to it
is IHouden's statne of Voltaire,

The story of Catberine’s purchase of
Diderot’s library is interesting. It is
i creditable to her tact and her generos-
ity. Diderot named $75,000 as the
iprit-e of his library. Catherine II.
joffered him $£80,000 and named as a
condition of the bargain that ber pur-
chase should remain with Diderot until
his death. Thus Diderot, without leav-
ing Paris, became Catherine’s librarian
in his own library. As her librarian
he was given a yearly salary of $5.000.

One year this salary was not paid.
Then Catherine wrote to her librarian
that she could not have him or her
library suffer through the negligence
of a treasurer’s clerk and that she
should send him the sum that she had
set aside for the care and increase of
her library for fifty years. At the end
