Should a white sediment form m.l
the bottom i= by no means spoiled,
as this is only a very small extra
quantity of the boracic asid which
has been absorbed by the water aud-
is in no way harmful.

More than a certain quantity, say al
heaped teaspoonful to a pint of wad
ter, will not be absorbed, so there isj
no fear of making the water too soft,
as only a certain degree can be{
achieved in this direction. :
