The President and BScoretary Bayard in
Favor of Posltive Aotion.

Boston gpecial: A Washington special
to the Traveller says: *“The flshery ques-
tion is rapidly approaching n culmination.
The menacing attitude assumed by the
Canadian aunthorities, encouraged by the
British government, is n new fenture of the
controversy, as the United States govern-
ment was led to believe that the London
authorities were disposed to adjust the
matter in dispute amicably. It having
been ascertained officially that England is
not disposed to make the concessions
psked by the United States, the president
and secretary ol state are considering the
next step to take in the pending dispute.
It is evident from the tone of the British

correspondence that thediscussions in con-
gress exposing the delenseless condition ol
the country have had soms effect in stima-
lating the present nggressive course. What
has leaked out in official circles indicate
that the president and secretaries of state
and the treasury are now in [avor
ol rescrting to the poweras granted by
congress, 1! the Canadian and Eng-
lisk  authorities persist in  their
course elfective retalintion will be resorted
to at once. The outiine of the fropoml
retalintery proclamation, it is understood,
has already been disclosed, and at the

roper moment will be issuad if necessarv.

he president and secretary of state are of
the opinion that this controversy has been
too much protracted already, and now that
England hes shown her hand, itis timethat
some positive action be taken. There is
some activity in naval circles preparatory
to the transportation of torpedo boats
and wpplisnees. A carelul investigation ol
the Iacilities for moving this character ol
warlike machinery has revealed the fact
that the Erie eanal wiil float boats of thia
deseription. It is now proposed to supply
all lake points with abundant torpedo
equipments. The army will also be care-
fully inspected itsell in the event ol the op-
position government undertaking any ex-
treme act of diplomacy or war.

It is one of these
peculine positions in which the strong good
sense ol the president hesitates to believe
that the nnjust position assumed by Can-
adn will be persisted in, and while every
citigen of the United States desires to be
frienddly mand peaceable, it depends on Can-
uda whether good will sha!l be preserved.
I have no doubt the president means what
he says, nnd the first over act on the part
of Canada will V' ring the proclamation, but
there is no desirecn the part of our people
to promote the strife, but simply lor the
eaecutive, if necessary, to prevent it, to
show, as he has domne in this comumnunica-
tion, that the course pursved by Canada
towards other fishermen must stop. We
feel that we are entitled to the same pro-
tection under our tariff laws that other
producing industrigs arcafforded.

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ARRESTING MONTANA FARMERS.

Billings (Mont.)dispateh: Upon inlorma-
tion made by an employeol the Crow agen-
¢y warrnnts bave just been issued for the
arrest of nine farmers ol the Yellowstone
walley between Billings and Park City.
These arrests will be followed by mmany
others. Taeir oMense is cutting iimber on
the Crow reservation. Nearly all the tim-
ber in this neighborhood is on the reserva-
tion, and during the late severe winter
farmers along the river were oblizged to
cross on the ice for their supply of fuel.
Though closely watched they were not in-
terfered with, but tally was kept, and now

deputy United States marshals and other
officials will reap a rich harvest from whole-
sale arrestsa. The point at which these
farmers cut timber is seventy-five miles

from the agency, round which thke Indians
are collected.
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GENERAL NEWS AND NOTES.

The Parnellites have issned an urgent

A delegation, including Senators Platt
and Hawley, waited on the president and
invited himn to be present at thededication
of the soldiers' monument at New Haven,
Conn., June 17. The president informed,
them that he could not give them a definite
answer Lill after May 1.

Cujene, the Yague Indian chiel, was cap-
tured on the 13th by General Martinez, at
a ranch ten miles Irom Guaymas, where Le
had been hiding two months. Thiscapture
ends the war between she Yaguis and the
Mexicans, which has been waged in Bonora
two years,

The arrivals at Queenstown of emigrants
on their way to the United States are at
present enormous, The railways are run-
ning special trains to accommodate this
class of travel. The number ol emigrants
on the 13th awaiting steamers to carry
them to their destinations was greater
than could be housed in the hotels and
boarding houses. Filteen hundred em-
barked on the 12th.

ITS LAWS REVISED.

The Committee on Law of the Knighis of
Labor Male Their Report—The Changes
Made.

Boston dispatch: The committee on law
appointed at the last general assembly of
the Knights of Labor at Richmond to re-
vise the constitution has finished its work.
Following are the most important regula-
tions adopted:

The formation of national trades dis-
tricta will be permitted, but those local as-
semblies exclusively composed of one trade
but attached to a district assembly of a

mixed nature, must first obtain  the
permission  of the district assembly.
This  must forward ita application

to the general secretary who will try the
matter before all the labor assemblies of
the craft in the country. No trades union
can make o person join their union before
<uich person ean join the Knights of Labor
srznnization ol their eraft. This lawis
vimeed at the bottle and glass maker
unions, Besides the prohibition of rum
s-Hlers Trom memuvership, no local assembly
will be allowed to have any social gather-
g or picnic where Hauor is sold, and no
wember will be allowed. to dispense liguor
n the nawme of an assembly. 1f suchshounld
oveur the charter of the assembly will be
revoked and the members expelled. The
rile requiring that at least ten minutes
dindl be spent in every meeting in the dis
wssion of Inbor questions. has been abol-
ished, and in its place a rule has
wen  madde that every assembly should

old & meeting at leasy once a
aonth at which only the lubor question
hail be discussed. This is a return
to the educational poliey adepted at the
meeption of the order. Every local assem-
h'y must gain permission of the district as-
«wembly before it can go on sirikes. The
penalty of the violation of the ruleisa
revoeantion of the charter. Any member
anking groundless charges or a malicions
tttack agamst a general officer or member
of the general executive board will be ex-
pelled.

To the proposition blanks. the following
tuesiion hus besn added: “Are youa mem-
berof any lubor organization? Ifso, what?"
Herealter transfer cards will be sent to the
secretary of the local axsembly which a
nember desires to join instead of being
siven to the member himsell. This is te
prevent members desiving to go into the
fiquor business from having their transfer
cards framed and hung up behind their
bar.

The platform of principles lias been
changed to read: “No more public lands
or railroads and other speculation.” In.
<urance policies of $500 will be issue«d,
Modical examinations and a doctor's cer-
tificate will now be reguired. No person
will have a right to make a motion in any
ocnl assembly that theassembly withdraw
15 2 boily froan the Knights, and no chair-
ann will be allowed to entertain any such
uwotion. Any individual desiring to with-
iraw can do so. The constitution as re.
vised will be submitted to the local assem-
blies for adoption.

The
plain, black cloth covered coffin was
almost hidden from sight by &a heap
of floral designs. A large wreath from Mrs.
Langtry was received. “For Papa.'” a
pretty little design, was Irom a surviving
child, a little daughter. The service at the
church began at 10:30 o’clock. Rev. Dr.
Houghton read the impressive burial ser-
vice of the Epiecopal church. There wus
no sermon. After the conclusion of the
ceresmonies, the remains were taken to
Greenwood ceinetery and placed in the re-
ceiving vault until Mra. Raymond fixes
upon a permanent resting place.

WILL SUBMIT A PLAN,
The Benate Finance Commitiee Soon to Malke

a Report.

Washington special: The senate finance

sub-committee on under-valuation of im-
ports, after nearly two years spent in il'l-
vestigating the subject, is about to submit
a plan to remedy existingabuses. Senator
Beck, & member of the committee, in an in-
terview with a Star reporter, gave an in-
sight into the difficult problef which has
8o long engaged the attention of the com-
mittee of the proposed plan for the pre-
vention of under-valuation. Senator Beck
said: ’
“We had before us an immense mass of
evidence, the statements ol experts sup-
ported by figures, the data collected hy
ourselves and by the departments, and all
the propositions that have been made to
correct the abuses. Every bill that has
been intreduced into congress with relation
to the sul ject has been carefully considered,
and we are now endeavoring to lormulate
a bill which will improvethe whole system.
1t is an immense question, greater I think,
than that of the inter-state commerce,
and more difficult to denl with. No one
can have an idea what it is until he gets
into it. It aflects ocur entire custom
system, the consular service, and all the
business interests of the country. There is
a seramble among importers,’ he said, *‘to
get the valuations as low as possible. If
one can get his goods in cheaper than his
neighbours he ean undersell them. Thus
there is o constant cut-throat game going
on that affects prices all over the country.
Exporters send their goods here marked
far below their real value and gell them in
bond, the transaction being conducted on
the other side. There is no unilormity of
valuntion. Some merchants pay one price,
some another for the same articies, and
those who pay less duty can undersell the
others. And goods are rated differently at
different ports. Then the system of mer-
chants' appraisers is bad. You may see
to-day an appraisement of goods lor a
man who will be called upon to fix a value
on goods ol yours. Thereis likely to bea
tendency between you to be liberal with
each other. 1tis asserted that merchants
accommodate each other in their appraise-
ments. We have studied the matter carw
fully and think the most important thing
is to secure 1 uniformity of valuation. To
have the valuation uniform is more im-
portant even than to have it just. We
cannot have the importer paying imumense
duties on hat linings, for instance, at one
port, while the importer at another port
pays merely a nomical duty. All the
proper relations of trade are disturbed.
We are through with our investigation
now, and in a few days will have a meas-
ure prepared which we will submit to the
seeretary of the treasury for his opinion.
We were gratified yesterday when Mr. Ma-
gone, the collector of the port of New York,
was before us at the capital, to find that
his forty yvears' experience with the subject
had led him to about the same conclusions
we had arrived at.”

The senator thus outlined the sub-com-
mitlee’s plan: *The measure is not fully
formulated,” he suid, *‘but ouridea is to
do away with merchant appraisers and to
provide for the appointment of nine ap-
praisers by the government, three ol whom
will be located permunently in New York
city. The other six will have in charge
other ports, and will make a uniform ap-
praisement. The three appraisers at New
York will nct as a sort of board of appeal
to which questions in dispute will be ear-
ried. The plan may include the construc-
tion of a government sanmple house. where
the classifieation of goods may be deter-
mined and uniformity of valvations estab-
lished. We want also to improve the con-
sular service, so as to make it a help to
the customs service, instead ofa hindrance,
as it now is. We will submit our general
plan to the secretary of the treasury and
the collectors of the ports of Boston, New
York and Philadelphia, and others, and
will have the bill ready to present to the
sennte as soon as congress meets. The
senate wants to do all it can in the mat-
ter. We cannot do anything with therates
of customs duties, though there are glaring
defects, until the house takes the firststep,
Lbut we ean help the matter along by the
preparation of this bill.”

THE WORK COMPLETED.

Revision of the Constitution of the Iniyhts of
Labor,

Boston special: Henry Abrahams, one
of the committee of four appointed at the
last national assembly of the Kuoights of
Labor to revise the constitution of the
order, said to-day that the work hud been
completed. The new constitution will per-
mit the formation of national trades dis-
tricts, but those local assemblies composed
exclusively of one trade, but attached to a
district assembly of mixed trades, must
obtain permission of the district assembly
in order to go out and form a national
trade district. After obtaining this con-
sent they must forward their applica-
tion to the general secretary, who will lay
the matter before the general execotive
board, and the secretary will then submil
the matter to all local assemblies of that
eraft in the country. Anotherlanwisto
the effcet thot no trades unton can require
a person to join their union before they
ean join the Knights of Lubor orzanizat on
ol their craft, The temperance leature of
the organization will be more strongiy #n-
forced than ever befure. Not only will
rumseliers be prohibited irom membership,
but no loeal assembly will be allowed to
have any social gathering or any picue
where liquor is sold, and no wembers will
be allowed to dispense liguor for aud in
the name of the assembly. '

The order expelling the ciganrmakers has
not been recinded. It may be repealed at
the next general assembly. The law, which
i Mmtended to promote confidence in the
general officers, provides that when any
meniber makes any charge or malicious at-
tack upon any of the general oflicers or
members of the general executive board,
the member so offending shall, il found
guilty of making a proundless charge, Le
expelled. The insurance feature of the or-
ganization has also been changed, and pul-
icies will now be issued for $500 as well as
$1,000. Medical examination and a doc-
tor's certificate wili be required and any
one now & member who refuses to be exam-
ined will be dropped as soou as the insur-
ance Tund in which he is interested shall be
exhausted.

DIMINISHING THF OFFICE SEEKERS.

Washingtou speciul: Thuecessation in the
issue of railroad passes has an appreciable
effect on the inflow of office-seekers. Since
the inter-state commerce act went into el-
fect the number of personal applications
for appointments under the administra-
tion at Washington has diminished very
materially. At the interior department a
reporter was informed to-day by an official
that there has been a marked falling off in
the number of callers from various states
and territories. ‘The withdrawal of ruil-
road passes has pretty effectually stopped
the coming of delegations and individuals
to urge appointments and press claims
here,” said an official. “Before the inter-
state law went into effect there wasn'ta
day passed that wedidn't have delegations
and individuals here for one purpose er an-
other. They would come Irom the Pacific
coast and the far northwest. But now,
since the free passes have been cancelled,
we don’t have many such callers.”

THE COUNTRY’S CATTLE.

The States asked to Aid in Eradicating
Pleuro- Pneumonia.

Whashington special: The following is a
copy of a letter sent the governor of New
York:

DeEparTMENT OF AGricULTURE, WASHING-
Tox, D. C,; April 7, 1887.—[To His Excel-
lency, David B. Hill, Governor State ol
New York]—S8ir: I bave the honor to en-
tlose, herewith, lor your consideration, a
copy of an act ol congress, approved May
29, 1886, establishing the bureau of ani-
maul indoatry and of the appropriation
made by the lust congress for carrying out
its provixions, together with a copy of the
proposed bill to be enacted by state legisla-
tures for co-operating with the bureaun ol
animal industry in suppressing and extir-
puting contageons cuttle disenses. It is
important that the legislation of the sev-
ernl states for the suppression ol pleuro-
prnenmonia should be as nearly uniform as
vossible, and as this proposed bill has been
passed by the legislature of the atate of
Virginin exactly as submitted to you, and
its vrovisions are similar to the law ol
Michigan of June 15, 1875, it might receive
the favorable attention of yourlegislature.
You are no doubt aware that contagious
plenro-pneumonia is now prevalent in eer-
tain sections of the state of New York,
more particularly in the cities of New York
and Brooklyn and on Long Island, and that
adjoining states have quarantined against
the cattle from New York state. This de-
partment is desirous of stamping out the
ilisease promptly, and il this bill or a simi
Inr one were passed by the legislature of
New York state it wounld greatly aid us in
accomplishing this purpose, and would
probably prove the most efficient form of
co-operation. Very respectiully,

Letters ol like purport, varied only ac-
cording to circumstances in the states,
have been sent to the governors ol atates
where legislatures are now in session.
These are New Jersey and Pennsylvania,
where pleuro-pnenmonia hag existed, and
against whose cattie a quarantine has been
establishid in other states; Delawars,
where the disorder has existed, but has
been eradicated, and Wisconsin, where it
has not vet been intrcduced. The pro-
posed bill authorizes the governors to ac-
cept in behall of the state the rules and
regulations of the commissioner ol agricul-
ture. It confers upon inspectors of the
burean of animal industry the right of in-
spection, quarantine and condemnation;
and authorizes them to call upon sheriffs,
constables and peace oflicers for assistance.
[t provides that all expensesshiall be borne
by the United States,

A SHOCKING ACCIDENT,
—
Two Young Ladies Horribly Burned in a
Mine.

Pottsville (Pa.) dispatch: A shocking
necident occurred in the mine ol the Cham-
berlain colliery, St. Clair, this alternoon.
Miss Derlista Shoul, of 8haron Springs, N.
Y., nstudent of Vassar college, was visit-
ing Miss Minnie Keiter, of 8t, Clair, a fel-
low-student. The two younz ladies, in
company with a young man named Harry
Short and Edwin Thompson, one of the
proprictors of the colliery, entered the mine
for the purpose of giving Miss Shoul an op-
portunity to inspect the operation of min-
ing conl. The mine had not been working
for a week and none but the explorera
were inside at the time. In an adjacent
working, however, were Albert Thomp-
son, another of the firm, and sev_eru!
others who were making exa uinations
of the works. They were startlea
by hearing an explosion, and knowing that
a party had entered the other slope they
hastened there to investigate. About 150
vards from the Toot of the slope they came
upon Messrs. Short and Thompson and
the twao ladies lyinz upon the ground, some
of them unconscious and all frichtfully
burned and mangled. They were taken
out a8 speedily as possible end medical at-
tendance obtained. Miss Keiter's fuce was
burped beyvond recognition, her skull and
thigh fractured and ankle ecrushed. She
died this evening. Miss Shoul! had her leg
badly fractured and was terribly bruised
and borned, but may survive. Short's
head is a mass of ents and contusions, and
he is badly burned. He remained uncon-
seious and his recovery is doubtiul
Thompeon is painfully but not fatally
bruised. The precisecause of theexplosion
is unknown, butr the supposition is that
the party carried a naked lamp and en-
countered a body of fire damp, which,
igniting from the lamp, exploding with tre-
mendous foree.

ALLEGED OFFENDERS WHIPPED.

8t. Louis, Mo., April 13.—Kale Turner, re-
siding pear Fulion, Mo., has been terribly
flogwed and ypromised a necktie party if he
does not leave the country within three days.
He bad lived in the country for many years
and had amassed a small competence. A
short time axo he quarreled with his neizhbor,
Mr. Curtiss, the result of which was Curtiss
and Mrs. Turner left their homes. A few days
ago a band of masked men with shot-guns
fired through the window of Mrs. Curtiss’
house, doubtless intending to kill the mother
and two children while they slept. The terri-
tied woman and children fled to a neichbor’s.

Turner said that when be was flovged he
acked the reason for it and no reply was
given. He denied any improper conduct with
Mrs. Cuartiss, but he and she have left the
conntry.

A colored Baptist evangelist by the name
of Williams, who had been holding revival
meetings in DeSoto, was taken from bis house
by masked men last night and unmercifully
beaten with hickory switches. A neighbor’s
wife had been on friendly terms with William’s
wife, and the Iatter says be recognized the
neixhbor. who is a white man, as the leader
of the gang.

Pittsburg dispatech: Evidence is continu-
ally accumulating that the peculations on
the Pan Handle railroad have heen much
larger than reported by the officials and
others who were perhapsinterested in plac
ing the losses at the lowest fignres. [t has
been stated by parties in the defective
bureau in this city thatstolengoodsstorad
in the rear of Gilkeson's private office con-
tains $100.000 worth of valuables.
Further evidence of the magnitude of thefl
is contained in the statements of Jaoh
Hampton, who has been atiending to the
logal anid of the case. He says il the offi
cinlg of the Pan Handle road desired the
arrest of all of the employes of the road
who are directly or indirectly connveted
with the robberies, it would have been nec.
essary to stop the operation of the roal.
Assistant District Attorney Fagzan stated
that there were at least 106 informations
containing on the average three persons
each.

Which Has Reference to Guwarding the Re-
mains of Abraliam Lincoln,
Springfield (111} dispateh: The twenty-
second anniversary of the death of Abra-
hiun Lincoln was commemorated in the
hall of representatives this alternoon, the
service being under the direction ol the
Lincoln guard of honor. The exercises con-
tinued over two hours and were lurgely at-
tended. Addresses were delivered by
Bishop Seymour, of the Bpringfield diocese,
and Hon. W. H. Colling, member ol the
house of representatives. Clinton L. Conk-
lin & member of the Lincoln guard, read
the historical paper descriptive of the la-
bor of the guards in guarding the remains
of the martyred president against
vandal hordes. After the memorable jour-
ney from Washington City to Springfield,
the body ol President Lincoln was depos-
ited in the receiving vault in Oak Ridge
cemetery on Thursday, May 4, 1865. One
week from that day the Nationnl Lincoln
Monument association was organized.
Their lirst work was to build a tem-
porary vault on the ground secured
for the monument. To this vault the
body was remove? on December 21, 1865,
and there remained till SBeptember 19,
1871, when it was placed in the monument.
Upon each oceasion the remuins were
identified by a member of the monument
association. Afterwards, on the 9th ol
October, 1874, the remaing were trans-
ferred to the marble sarcophagus in the
catacomb und were again identiied. Here
the body remained ondistorbed till the
night ol November 7, 1876, when an
attempt was made to steal the collin with
its contents. The thieves succeeded in
breaking open the sarcophagus and in
partinlly removing the coflin, but being
disturbed in their work the attempt failed
and the remains were restored to their
former resting place. Members ol the
monument association, feeling the insecu-
rity of the situation, and fearing a renewal
of the attempt to carry away the remains,
caused them to be removed from the sar-
cophagus, and, on the evening of Novem-
ber 15, 1876, the three members of the ex-
ecutive commitiee of the associntion, with
some additional assistance, secretly con-
veyed the casket into one of the inner
recesses of the monument.  No lurther
steps were taken until November, 1878,
wken publie attention was aroused by
events oceurring in New York City. The
membera of  the monument associa-
tion. being personally unable to un-
dertake the work required to be done, lelt
the entire matier in the hands of John T.
Stuart. chairman of the executive commit-
tee. He requested Johin T. Bower. custo-
thian of the monunment, to gelect several
persons whom he could trust and with
tlieir pssistance to place the Lody ol the
president where it would be secure. He
relected Gustavas S, Dana, Joasper N
Reece, Joseph P. Lindley, Edward S. John-
son and James MeNeill. On the night ol
November 18, 1578, these gentlemen re-
moved the remains to a more remote re-
cess beneath the monument, to a plaece im-
medintely south of the present erypt, and
there buried them. Every possilile precau-
tion was taken to remove all traces of the
work or indications of the place of burial,
which was deemed the more necessary be-
viiuse of intimations received about this
time that another attempt would be made
to steal the body. Thisx place was known
ouly to those takingz part in the transac-
tion and to those officers of the monument
association by whose request it had been
done. Inorder to more [ullyscarry out
the wishes of the executive committee ol
the monument association, as expressed
by Hon. John Stuart, its chairman, and to
provide for the continued safety of the re-
mains, thegeutlemen above named, together
with Noble B. Wisgins, Horace Chappin
and Clinton L. Conkling, on February
12, 1886, formed an nssociation under the
laws of the state of [llinois, the corporate
name heing the “Linenln Guard of Honor.”'
The ostenxible objeet of this association
wis Lo hold memorial services upon the
anniversary of Abrahmm Lincoln’s death.
Its real object was to keep secret his place
of burial and to protect his remaios from
deseeration. Thus the Lincoln Guard of
Honor became the immediate gunrdian ol
the dust of Abrahiam Lincoln. This trust
they continued to hold until April 14,
1887, when the collin of the martyr presi-
dent was raiserd from its regting place and
formally transberrad by the Lincoln Guard
of Honor to the Lincoln Monument as=o-
cintion. DBy direction of the latter asso-
cintion the casket was opened und the fuce
exposed to view. T.e Tamiliar features
were recognized by those present. The
casket was again sealvd up and removed
to the vault recently prepareil heneath the
center of the marble floor of the cuatacomb
in the Lincoln monument. - By his side
were deposited the remainsg of his wife,
Over and arcund both caskets is a solid
mass of musonry and concrete. The fol-
lowing certificate attests the identity of
the body and the lust act 1 this history:
We, the nndersigued, members of the Lin
coln Monument association, of Springficld,
HI., do hereby certifly that on the 14th day
of April, 1887, we saw the cedar and lead
coflinsg which contain the remains of Abra-
kam Lincoln opened in our presance in the
memorial hall of the monument. The re-
mains were somewhat shrunken, but the
features were quite natural and we could
readily recogn ze them as the features of
the former illustrions president of our na-
tion and that they are hig remains, and
that they were again resealed in his said
coffin and deposited in the vaunlt beneath
the floor of the catacomb in our presence.

Dated this 14th day of April, 1857,
in their last re=ting place, secure from all
sacrilege, to-dav lie the remains of Abra-
ham Lineoln, who died “with malice to-
ward none, with charity for all.”

ME. POWDERLY'S POSITION.
He Depfines His Attitude in Regard to Knightly
. Questionn

Philadelphin special: The Journal of
United Labor containe s long artiele by
Powderly. Relerring to the intentions of
the Knights of Labor*Mr. Powderly will
sny: “The Knights of Labor need not go
away from home to get ‘issues’ tondvoeats.
They have a doclaration of prineiples, any-
one of which, if carried out, would materi-
ally advance the wellure of the human fam-
ily. Take this fourth section of our plat.
form, for instance, ‘' That public lands, the
heritage of the people, be reserved lor act-
ual settlers; not another acre forrailroads
or speculators, and that all lands now held
for speculative purposes to be taxed to
their full value.! The latter clause espeei-
ally would materially lessen the tax ratein
nearly every municipality in the county by
making it unprofitable to bLuild. A grad-
uated income tax,’ which is the thirteenth
article of our laith, would more equitably
divide the burdens ol taxation. ‘Doing
away with banks of isave,” is the third im-
portant plank, a question which will sgoon
have to be met, for the rapld payment of
government bouds will induce issuers of
illogical and expensive national bank cur-
rency to ask congressional sanetion for
some other menns of keeping hold of this
source of income; and last but not least, in
a matter of vital importance to free gov-
ernment: ‘State ownership ol railroads,
telegraph and the like, ol the means of
transporting intelligence, passengers and
freight,’ On this point, the knights speak
with no uncertain sound.”

THE INTER-STATE COMMISSION,
Washington speeinl The inter-state
commission movel 1o its  permanent
headguarters on tize filth floor of the
Baltimore Sun builidivg this nfternoon. A
very large number of petitions were re-
ceived to-day from Ll wanagers, players

and employes of the various theatres
and  thentrienl  ecomsbinations  through-
out the conntry, praoying that the

commissioners permit  the railroads
to mnke such rates lor the transpor-
tation of companics and bageage as the
roads should see [it, for parties of not less
than ten persons, traveling together on one
ticket to the sume destination. Under the
new law none but the very highest cluss of
companies can exist. The intermediate
class, consisting of from filteen to Lty peo-
ple can not exist and meet expenses under
the new law. It simply means annibila-
tion for this class.

The commission has replied to these pe-
titions to the effect that it cannot diclate
to the railroads what policy they should
pursue, The commissioners say that no
point, was presented in these petitions over
which they had jurisdiction.

A communication has been received by
the commission from the executive com-

mittee ©f the Chicago freight bureau
protesting against the suspension ol
the long and shert haul feature,
eapecially a8 affecting the ter-

ritory north of the Ohio and enst ol the
Mississippi rivers, excepting on the Pacitie
coash traflic. Various reasons are alleged
for the association’s beliel that the law
withont such suspension would be not only
best for the country at large, but Ior the
future suceessul operation of the lawin
the territory named.

Is
i5 not known whether these partienlar notes
were mutilate-l by the bank or expri=s comn-
pany; but it is thought at the department
that it wias done by the hank to secure ex
change on New York at the expense of the
sovernment. Acting Treasurer Whelpley re
fu=ed to receive the notes and direeted their
return to the bank at its expense with a state-
ment that sueh matilation was eonstdered a
violation of law and would not be permitted
by the department

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THE DROUGHT IN TEXAS.

Dispatches and letters to the
Gulveston News, San Antonio Express and
other papers of the state, continue to de-
tail the wide spread and threatening char-
acter of the drought, the severity of which
has preceptibly increased since the last re-
port. The drought now extends from the
far west grazing lands across the state for
a distance of 800 miles into the pine
regions bordering on Louisiana, but de-
creases in severity as it approached tha
prairies, from which section complaintsare
of recent date. The wholesale houses of
this city are calling their drummers off the
road, as country merchants refuse to buy
pending the uncertainty ol the crop out
look.
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
