THE MEWS FROM ZANZIBAR.

Hope for Stanley’s Safety Is Once Mors Re-
vived by the Latest Reporis.

A Zanzibar dispatch says that ons of
the special messengers sent into the in-
terior in October, in the hope of ob-
taining news of Emin and Stanley from
the caravans, has sent a dispatch an-
nouncing that he met Arab traders from
Wadelai who positively aflirmed that
Stanley met Emin there about January
20. Stanley, the traders said, had about
330 men and plenty of stores. He had
endured great privations, but he and all
his party were well, although extremely
exhausted. The delay in reaching
Wadelai was dus to difficulties en-

countered on the route. Emin was
then m a fairly good position, although

some of his Egyptian officers
were grumbling, m;:{ many of his
soldiers had deserted. The kings
of Urganda and Unyoro were
hostile to Emin, who was obliged
in November to repel predatory incnr-
sions from the east. His general health
was good. A fortnight after Stanley’s
arrival Emin received a message from
the' Mahd:, pompously intimating his
intention to subdue the whole country
as far as Great Lake, and promising
good treatment if Emin submitted.
Emin replied that before evacuating he
must wait for the Mahdi to prove legiti-
macy of his claim to the province. Emin
told Stanley that he did not desire to
leave Wadelai. The entire route to the
east coast was most dangerous on ac-
count of the incessant agitation among
the tribes and the hostility of Mwanga.
Toward the middle of April, hearing
that a force of Mahdists was coming,
Emin ordered his advance posts to retire
to Wadelai, and Shnlef sent mes-
sengers to the kings of Uganda and
Unyoro. About the end of April,
when the traders left Wadelai, Stan-
ley was anxious, owing to the absence of
the rear” guard on
Aranwhimi, and was arranging to send a
strongz detachment in search of them
along the route which he himself had
followed. Stanley also again urged
Emin to leave Wadelai with him and re-
gain the coast. Stanley sent several
couriers with newsfor Europe. One was
the courier who was sent by the foreign
consnls at Zanzibar to :Sfmaa Emin of
the departure of the relief expedition.
This courier had remained at Wadelai
and was sent back to the east coast after
the arrival of Stanley. Another courier

Miles.

William Elliott, of Beaunford, S. C.,
the brother of an Episcopal elergyman
here who had a contested ease on his
hands during this congress, is again to
experience the same trouble.

Other cases which will be of interest
are those of T. G. Phelps (rep.) against
T, J. Chinie (dem.) in the Fifth Cali-
fornia distriet, and Jehu Bake, who de-
feated **Bell” Morrison, and who has in
turn succumbed to . T. Forman.
Judge Waddill, of Richmond, Va., will
contest with George D. Wise the honor
of representing the Third Virzinia dis-
trict.

THE FEMALE ANARCHIST WILL NOT DOWN.

She Leads in a Meeting Tiat Passes De-
nunciatory Resolations.

Chieago dispateh: Anarchist Parsons,
the dark-skinned widow, to-day made
good her boast that she would speak in
Chieago in spite of the police. It was
in Waverly hall, one square from Mayor
Roche’s office, and is the same place
which was closed against her oue week
azo. Four hundred people were erowd-
ed into the poky little auditorium, and
scores of others choked up the entrance
and stood npon the ehairs. The meet-
ing was one eanlled by the socialistic
labor party *‘to transact business and for
the promotion of socialistic doectrines.”
The proceedings opened with the intro-
duction of a resolution condemning the
police for their recent “lawless™ inter-
ferenece with public meetings. The res-
olution was unanimounsly adopted.
#Tommy"” Morgan, a socialist, was the
first speaker. He said the employment
of foree by workingmes was futile. It
appealed to the lowest instinets of man-
kind and was wrongz from the moral, in-
tellectual and practical standpoint. Its
impractieability had been demonstrated
in this eity by the Haymarket and its
results, The hanzed anarchists was
{;i'oof enougli that foree was impractica-

e.

The meeting was then open to any

one who wanted to talk ten minutes.
Mrs. Parsons rose. The erowd cheered
when it saw her familiar fnce. **Ishonld
like very much some of these days to
answer the assertions Mr. Morgan has
made aguinst those who are dead,” said
she, “but the nkase hns gone forth from
Roche and Lord Bonfield, thatIam
never to make aunother speech in Chi-
ceago. and that I am forever to be de-
prived of that right under the constitn-
tion. But I caunot sit here quietly and
hear it said that those who are dead and
silent in their tombs had anything to do
with the throwing of the Haymarket
bomb, though in the war asainstthe
tyrants, all things ave justifiable. Those
whe say anything else are eurs. They
were miserable enrs who on last Sunday
night allowed themselves to be driven
away from this hall by the police.”
Mrs. Parsous then read what pur-
ported to be an extract from the speech
of Thomas Jefferson, in which ocenrred
the following words: *“*God forbid that
our country should be for twenty vears
withont a rebellion.” *“Did Parsons or
Spies ever utter anything more revolu-
tionary than that?” said Mrs. Parsons.
“I has been said that dead martyrs are
no good, but their memory is dear to us,
and a perpetual inspiration, because
they died before they would ask pardon
for deeds they did not do. When liberty
shall be erowned with immorality, the
brightest names in her crown will be
those of Parsons, Spies, Fischer and
Engel, who died for her. [Cheers.] I
am for peace on principle. If you see
two rival armies approaching each other
and take a poll of the men, yon will find
that nine-tenths of them are for peace,
but they are borne on by irresistable
forces to the conflict. Before we can
have peace in a society like onr own,
rivers of blood will have torun.” [Ap-
plause.] The echairman interrupted
Mrs. Parsons and said that her ten min-
ntes had expired. A nnmber of detec-
fives were present but made no attempt
to interfere. After a nnmber of other
speeehes, some in a decidedly fiery vein,
the-hall was cleared and a private meet-
ing held by prominent members of the
socialistie labor party.” When the con-
ference ended it wns announced that ar-
rangements had been made to continue
the meetings every Sunday afterncon.

Plaquemine (La.) dispatch: The
steamer John H. Hanna, loaded with
cotton, from Ouachita, burned Lere
early this morning. The boat and eargo
are a total loss. The number of people
who perished is not yet known. It was
just before Christmas day was being
ushered in that the fine steamer was
coming down the river. Several of the
passengers were seated in the cabin
having a merry time, and with mno
thought of the impending catastrophe.
Many of the crew and passengers were
asleep when the fire broke ont and
spread with indeseribable rapidity.
The details of the sufferings and death
of some of the passengersare harrowing
in the extreme, .

Clerk Powell was up stairs at the
time, and when he saw the flames he
heroieally ran throngh the smoke which
filled the cabin and tried to arouse the
sleeping people. Ha kicked at the doors
and in a short time almost everybody
was awake. Then confusion worse con-
founded appeared, and the frantic peo-
ple ran to the different exits to make
their escape, but the boat was piled high
with cotton and the passage ways were
filled with smoke.

As soon as the smoke and flames be-
gan to start up the sides of the boat
Capt. Jolles, the pilot, swung the boat
for the shore. A fall head of steam was
on and the boat soon ran into the bank.
Before she did so, however, she was
doomed. All her timber was furiously
burning.

‘When the steamer struck the bank she
bounded away again and swung around .
and drifted down the stream as ghe
burned. Then Capt. Jolles jumped out
over the eotton halesand, springing into
the river, swam ashore. The sight was
a weired one viewed from the bank and
th~ town was aroused. Floating cotton,
charred timber and other debris filled
the river and many people were strug-
gling in the waterfor theirlives. Some
of them were able to swim ashore but
most of them were so badly burned or
thoronghly exhausied that they strug-
gled but a fow moments and then sank
to rise no more.

Plagque mine was notslumberinz when
the fire broke out, and when the dis-
covery was made thatthe Hanna was
burning, almost the entire town flocked
to the river bank and watched the ves-
sel burn. The strnggling unfortunates
who reached the shore were taken care
of, and doctors and others came to their
assistance and tried to alleviate their
sufferings. The City and Central hotels
and private honses threw open their
doors to the ill-fated people, and fed and
clothed them until this morning. The
survivors telegraphed accounts of the
disaster to their homes,

No one saw Clerk Powell. who dis-
olayed much heroism in waking up the
pnssengers, after he had rapped at the
doors, and it is quite positive he wns
burned to death, and weut down with
the steamer. No attempt was made to
save any of the steamer’s books and
papers and everything, together with
the clothes of the crew and passengers,
was lost. The boat burned rapidly after
she renched the bank, and ina very
short time after the alarm was given she
had burned to the water’s the hull sank
and nothing was left of the Hanna, but
the floating timber and burning cotton.

None of the men could say what was
the oirgin of the fire. 'The general im-
pression, however, is that some careless
smoker threw a eigarette among the cot-
ton bales and thereby caused the disas-
ter. The death of John Crafton, the
carpenter, was a sad one. He was 1n the
upper portion of the boat, struzeling to
get near the front end. The flames were
twisting and sweepinz all abont him.
He tried to reach the bow, but dropped
and burned to death before the eyes of
the people who were not able to render
him any help.

A special from Flaque mine gives the
following account of the death of Capt.
Holmes: The brave captain met the
most awfnl death. He remained at his
post of duty till every chance to save the
lives of the passengers was gone. Then
he attempted to swim to the shore, but
it happened to be bozey, and he was
seen to make frantic endeavors to extri-
cate himself withont avail. The bnrn-
ing boat was fast nearing him, and while
he was on his knees in the mud, he put
his hands up to protect his back from
the infense heat. It was an awfol mo-
ment for those on shore, who were mak-
ing every endeavor to relieve him with
skifts and with ropes from the bank.

One man went out to him and placed
a box between him and the flames to
protect him from the increasing heat.
He said:

““Never mind me, I'll be dead in a few
minntes anyway.”

He was finally freed from his terrible
situntion by tying a rope around his
body and dragging him on shore, but
too late. He died about half an hour
after being rescued.

Through-
out the ecampaign he allowed every
trifle to rufie him, and it is said there
were weeks during the last days of the
capvass, when he did not sleep ten con-
secutive minutes. It is thoncht now
that the strain he has forced himself to
bear, without the slizhtest necessity
therefor. has worn ont his wonderful
strength, and his brain has given way,
from sheer inability on the part of the
Eﬁent to believa he can recover his

There is a chance that the de-
lirium accompanyinz the fever may
serve to aid him, through the oblivioa
which it will produce.

men as General Hooker of Alabama,
Barnes of Georgia, and Payson of 1lli-
nois and n host of others. They are de-
termined that it shall not go through
the house withont important amend-
ments, and these amendments, all in the
interests of the settlers, Springer pro-
poses shall not be adopted. Owing to
the persistency with whieh the ehairman
of the eommittee on territories presses
this bill in the shape in which it eame
from the eommittee, there isa erowing
belief that there is something not
altozether richt with if, and those who
oppose it nt first are still vigorons and
determined in their opposition. If they
persist it will probably resnlt in the de-
feat of all the terriorial bills at this ses-
sion, in spite of the assurance of the
chairman of the committee that the
Dakota question will be settled.
GOFF'S ELECTION.

A special dispatch to the Evening
Star from its correspondent at the capi-
tal of West Virginia says: “The con-
cession by the demoerats of the election
of Hon. Nathan Goff is virtually ed-
mitted by the announcement here to-
day that Judge Flemming has completed
his notice of contest and will serve it in
a few days. The republicans have heen
expecting this, and while not totally un-
prepared, have done little toward col-
lecting material for a reply. The con-
test will be made before the legislature,
which is demoeratic by one majority.
Every republiecan member has been
urged to let nothing prevent his being
on hand at the organization of the legis-
Inture, as the absence of one or more
democrats would throw the control of
the organization, settlement of the
gubernatorial contest, and the election
of n United States senator into republi-
can hands.” Senator Kenna is here
looking after affairs. Fx-Senator Davis,
who for awhile loomed up as a possible
and dangerous opponent to Kenna, has
lost his prestize in consequence of the
importance his name has received in the
allazed movement on the part of Gen-
eral Harrison to break np the solid sonth,
and in his personal intimaey with Gen-
eral Harrison, S. B. Elking, Mr. Blaine,
uud“other prominent republican lead-
ers.

OREGON SWAMP LANDS.

The secretary of the interior to-day
rendered a deeision in the ease of the
State of Oregon vs. the United States,
which involved about 90,800 acres of land
in the Lake View land distriet, compris-
ing what is known as the swamp land list
number five. It appears from the
records that these lands inured to the
state swamp lands under the act of Sep-
tember 28, 1850, as extended by the act
of Mareh 12, 1860. Prior to certifi-
cation the greater part of these lands
were sold by the state to varions par-
ties in large bodies. Upon reports of
special ngents of the department, certi-
fication was finally made. Subsequent
investigntion showed that the reports of
two or three agents were false, and that
a large part of the lands described in
these reports asswamps were really hizh
and dry. 'The secretary orders the cer-
tifieation set aside, and directs the com-
missioner of the veneral land office to
prepare another.list of which shall con-
tain lands only known to be swamp.
Such lands as are found to be not swamp
are ordered to e restored to the public
domain, subjeet to any richts whieh may
have been attached to them under the
4W.

talal Rumpus About a Goose.

Sionx Cify special: A serious riot oc-
curred this morning near Tripp, Dak.,
between the Russian: Mennonites and
Amerieans, A publie sale was held at a
farm of a Russian named Sink, and 2
farmer named Merchant purchased a
dozen chickens. He tied them in pairs
and put them in his wagon, and when
ready to zo home found that two had
been stolen. He complained to Sink,
who told him to take something else of
equal value. He caunght a goose and
started home, but was soen overtaken
by a party of eight Russians, who
claimed the goose ns their property. A
wrangle ensned that attrncted others to
the scene, and soon a general fizht be-
ean, in which about twenty men were
engnged, with the Russians as acores-
sors. Two brothers, named Johnson,
who were passing, came to the assistance
of the Awmerieans, who were outnnm-
bered two to one, and drawine knives
the Jolinson boys rushed among the
Russians, but found the force too stronz.
A Russian named Witt-Mayer was stab-
bed, and he in tarn split Charles John-
son's head open with a neckvoke, inflict-
ing fatal injuries. Georze Johnson had
his richt arm broken above the elbow
by a blow from a. neckyoke, and three
Russians were ent, but none fatally.
When the Americans found that the
erowd was to big for them thev with-
drew and the wonnded Russians were
taken care of by their friends, and be-
cause of their elanish enstoms no partie-
ulars are obtainable from them. The

affair has ereated intense excitement in
the vicinity, where most of the settlers
are Russians who live in abject poverty
and have as little as possible to dgp with
the Americans. Officersare at work and

will arrest the guilty parties as soon as
sufficient evidence can be secured.

A Conflict of Authority.
A special from Austin, Tex., says

Washington special: Congressmen
whose distriets are on the borders of
Canada are natarnlly interested in the
annexation gnestion. The majority of
them, however, do not regard the pro-
position with favor,

“All that part of the Dominion west
and north of Minnesota,” said Represen-
tative Nelson of Minnesota, “is already
practically annexed to St. Panl and
Minneapolis commereially. Lower Can-
ada 18 so far away that the people there
are almost bound to come to ns to trade.
Annexation, howevar, I do not consider
at all practical. The resolution which
has been introdueced in the house is
nothing but buncombe. The bLuilding

of the Canadian Pacific railroad de-
stroved the last chance of annexation by
binding the provinces altogether. Be-
fore they were very much separated, and
their isolation might have cansed some
of them to desire to come into the union.
The Canadinn Pacific has now strung
them all tozether like beads on a string.
Neither party in Canada dares to favor
annexation, and the less said about it in
the United States the better for the sue-
cess of the canse. While annexation
wonld be a good thing for us, the Cana-
dians do not desire it. If annexation
comes, in my opinion, it must come
either throngh war or inexorable com-
mercial necessity.”
DINGLEY EXPRESSES HIMSELF.

“T rezard the proposltion to annex
Canada as being ‘all in the air,” so to
speak,” was Representative Lingley's
remark,

“Seven-cights of the Canndinns are
opposed to it, and the lesa said about it
in the United States the better. If an-
nexation is desired the proposition mnst
come from the Canadians. 'The differ-
ence between the two parties there is
that the liberals ndvoeate commereial
union while the tories oppose it.

Neither party dare favor annexation.
The reciproeity trenty has always been
one-sided. It allows Canada to send in
free, sueh articles as fish, lumber, ete.,
that we want, and allows to send them
nothing that we don’t need ourselves.”

MR. STEPHENSON'S VIEWS.,

“Ay distriet,” said Mr. Stevenson of
Wisconsin, *“‘is a hinrbor one, being on
ILiake Superior, but the people there, so
far as [ am informed, take very little
interest in the question. ‘'he inhabit-
ants of Minnesota and Duakota, and
those interested in the fisheries qnestion
in the east, I think would be most bene-
fited by annexation.

Mr. Farquahar of Buffalo, i8 enthusi-
astic over the subject and thinks it will
come as soon as Sir John MeDonald
goes ont of power. ‘“The people of tne
United States,” said he, ““do not know
what a great acquisition Canada would
be to this country. The Canadians are
a hardy and thrifty people and the
dominion contains half as much good
areable land as the United States. An-
pexation wonld be a great benefit to
Buffilo in oppening her bunsiness to the
north. Leading Canadian business men
are in favor of it too and that the peo-
ple appreciate the advantages thata
United States citizenship confers is
shown by the number of young men
who emigrate to this country and be-
come naturalized.”

THE CABINET CRANES.

The Post this morning has the follow-
ing: “Somewhat of a stiramong poli-
ticinns was ecauscd by the receipt of a
privato dispateh from the west last nizht,
which stated that there were zood rea-
sons to believe that the president-elect
has under consideration the name of
Congressman MeceKinley, of Ohio, for
the position of seeretary of the treasury.
1t is assnmed that Mr. MeKinley’s name
was sugeested by Senator Sherman, and
that the senator prefers to remain in the
senate, beenuse his own appointment to
the cabinet wonld open the way for one
of the liveliest serambles that has ever
been known in politics. A general re-
arrancement ol the eabinet slates upon
which Mr. SBherman’s name stood as see-
retary of state, will now have to be
made, and if is not at all probable that
Ohio will be honored with two places in
the cabinet.

Halford, private secretary, wife and
dangzhter.

On the morning of the inancuration
they will go to Willard’s hotel, on Penn-
sylvania avenue, and cecupy a parlor on
the second floor, where they will view
the procession as 1t forms.

STOLEN CANCELLED N(OTES,

The officials of the treasury depart-

ment had another shoek to-day when

word enme from the Central National
bank, of this citv, that the receiving
teller of that institution had taken over
the counter another of the ecancelled
notes whieh bhore evidence of having
pasaed through the redemption division.
In the present instanee the note is of the
£10 denomination, and it 1w vregarded as
more dangerons than the other, which
was a twenty, beennse there was so many
more of the tens in eireulation, and 1t
will be s0 mueh the more easy for the
thief to dispose of his plunder. The
treasury people arve ntterly at a loss to
trace the notes back to the person whe
stole them, Under the present sys-
tem it was considered impossible that
any of the redeemed notes counld
be abstracted, bnt the reappear-
ance of two within a week indicutes
that there are more out, and further,
that the stealing is of very recent
date. The svstem of checks now in use
wns inangurated some vears aco, after a
very suecessful raid by one of the men
employed, to see thatall redeemed notes
were properly destroyed.  In those days
it was the eustom to bnrn all redecmed
oblizations in the presence of a commit
tee of three. Constant work of this
character made the commilteo eareless,
and it soon devolved npon one of the
three to see to all the detnils. He had
things all his own way until one day the
little son of one of the otherssaid: ““Pa,
what is that man puiting in his pocket?”
It was discovered that he was pocketing
bunehes of half notes. His house was
found to be literally filled with these
halves, and he had a habit of snbstitut-
inge the ent notes for whaole ones when-
ever the opportunity presented itself. It
was estimated at the time that he had
stolen $50,000 or 260,000 before he was
discoyered.
SPEAKERSHIP CANDIDATES,

Three new candidates for the speaker-
ship were brouzht out to-day by their
friends, but neither of them mean busi-
ness. One of them is Mr. Henry Cabot
Lodge, the yonnz and brilliant literary
member from Massachusetts, who is
probably intended to divert some of the
New Enezland votes from Mr. Reed
The second is John M. Farqular, of

Juffalo, an old printer and ex-president
of the Typozraphieal union, who is one
of the most nseful men in the house,
but will not zet mueh support for the
speakership; and the third is Thomas
M. Bayne, an old member of the Penn
sylvania delegation, who worships be
fore the throne of Mr. Blaine, and is
always fizliting the Camerons. Bayvns
has been making up to Quay lately, and
is well alongz towards the head of the
Pennsylvania procession at present. He
probably is seeking a good eommittee.

AMERICAN HISTORICAT: ASSOCTATION.

The fifth annnal meeting of the Amer-
iean Historieal nssoeciation eommenced
this eveningz in this city and will eon-

Four Men Killed at Denver.

Denver dispatch: A fatal accident oe-
curred this afternoon, Fifteenth
street, whieh resulted in the instant
death of four men and mortally wound-
ing two others. The Denver Gas ¢com-
pany had ten men employcd exeavating
a diteh six feet deep ulonzside of and
nnderneath the truck of the eable ear
line, when suddenly the track for an en-
tire hlock fell, erushing the life ont of
and imprisoninz the men underneath.
Men were immediately set to work re-
movine the fallen track, and the four
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the oecasion being the distribution of
presents to children of the poor from
the Post-Dispateh Christmas tree. for |
which a fund of nearly £10,000 had been
snbseribed by the general public. The |
subseriptions were stated with a 10 cent

dead and two badly wounded were re-
moved. The other men eseaped with
more or less bruises. It i3 not yet
known whether any more are under-
neath the track or not.
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
