A Congressional Horoscope.

Wasnivarox, Oct., 7.—Sonthern mem-
bers of the house of representatives
deny that they intend to make any
specinl demand for legislation on the
part of their section of the country.
With one voice they say it is their in-
tention to work for legislation of equal
importance to every scction. They arve
extremely anxious to have the tobacco
tax abolished, but they do not intend
to nsk it as a consideralion for voting in
favor of auy one for spenker, for the
one, if for no other reason, that they
do not eounsider it necessary. They
say the republican party is pledged to
do tlas, and all reports about demands

they will mnke in the formation of com-
mittees are fabrieated.

Almost immedintely after the lionse is
orgnunized aud the committes are an-
nounced—surely on the first eall of the
states for the iniroduction of bills—n
bill will be introduced to abolish the
tobacco tax. 'I'he committee on ways
and means will be expected to report
this from its first regnlar meeting, as the
propriety of doing so has long since
been settled. Its consideration by the
house will be demanded very early. As
this will be the basis of future action on
the revenuesand will in = lnrge meansnre
zovern a revision of the tariff it is ex-
pected to consnme mueh time; hut it 1s
expected to pass belore any positive step
is taken on a tariff bill. Then congress
will know exnctly how much tariff revi-
sion the revenune of the conntry can
stand. Republicans geunerally believe
that the work of reforming the tariff will
proceed by piecemeal—that is it will be
done by specifle bills, affecting only'one
article at once. For instance sugar
will Dbe worked upon by itsell.
Then, if it is deemed nadvisable
to go forther into a reduction of
the revennes, other articles will be
tnken up by themselves. Bills will be
introduced by the hundred on every
phnse of the tariff, thus goingz around
the old wny of proceeding with a zen-
eral bill affectine almost every article
on the list. I1f the tobaeco tax is abol-
ished there will not be more than half
the persent latitude for work on the
enstoms laws. If the sugar taxisre-
moved the incomes will be reduced to
abont the minimum. General Browne,
of Indiana, oue of the oldest and most
infinentinl members of the house, and
an experienced member of the commit-
tee on ways and meaus, was the first to
advance the idea of specific lezislation
on the tarilf, and the suzgestionis being
nlmost nniversally endorsed. Be the
work as it may, there will be no more
llf_l;lgthy committee hearings and long

ills.

Powderly in Chiceago.

Cricaco, 111, Oct. 7.—Five thensand
people were present at the meeting in
Central mnsic hall yesterday, the fea-
ture of which was the address by Gen-
eral Master Workman Iowderly of the
Kuights of Labor. The Sunday elosing
of saloons was the topic nunounced for
discnssion. Mr. Powderly was greeted
with o fempest of applause, His re-
marks on Sunday closing were em-

phatic and pointed enoungh to elicit re-
peated outbreaks of applanse from even
the most radieal of his hearers. He
afterwards spoke of the clhinrzes which
had been made against iim so often of
Iate and to which he made so effective a
reply at St. Lonis. He added if any
Chieago people were not satisfied he
was perfeetly willing to have them ap-
point a committee of three houest men
to investigate his affuirs.

On the 14th inst. Mr. Powderly will
o to Philadelphia, where he wil{ hold
a conference with the chiefs of the fed-
eration of labor in regard to the man-
ner of presenting the eight honr gques-
tion to the next general assembly. Mr.
Powderly says he thinks, ns he always
has, that there shonld be a shorter work-
ing day than now, but that it will never
be brought about by strikes. ‘o his
mind arbitration is the only way. He
thinks the federation is recedixz from
its radieal position on this gnestion.

Mryr. Powderly lelt liere this evening
for Hamilton. Ont,, where he will speak
to-morrow night. ‘I'he original pro-
aranmme inelnded a series of speeches
in the west, bnt these have been aban-
doned, and after his address in Hamil-
ton, the Knights of Labor chief will zo

to Seranton for nfew days to work npon,

his report for the general assembly,
which meetis in Atlauta in four weeks.

Want=s Them to Come South.

Pexsacora, Fla, Oct. 2.—Mayor
Chiipley has addressed a letter to Seere-
lary Blaine requesting that the tour of
the South Ameriean delegates to the
American congress he extended as far
south as Pensacola. *““It would be de-
plorable,” he writes, “if these delegntes
ure not shown Birmingbam, Aln., the
center of the mineral development
whieh has astonished the world.

THE BILVER LEAD ORE CASE,

The indications noware that the silver
lend ore ease will be decided against the
lead miners, or, in other words, that no

change will be made in the rulings made
by Secretary Sherman and affirmed by
Secretary Fairchild. Reasons of publio
poliey are beginninz to have an effect
on the department which they did not
seem to have u few wonths ago. Minis-
ter Ryan's visit and the presence here
of the delegates to the International
conference nre opening the eyes of the
treasury officials to the importance of
onr trade ncross the border. 1f the im-
portation of lead ore should Le cut off
by treasnry- regulations it would have
an importuut effect npon the business of
the American railroads leading into
Mexico, for lead ore is one of the prin-
cipal retnrn freights which keeps the
ears laden with Awmeriean goods from
coming back emply alter leaving their
freights in southern republies. Secre-
tary Windom will probably decide this
cnse 08 he hins decided others, npon the
prineiple that the long established usage
of the department onzht not to be over-
thrown for trivial reasons. In this way
he can escape the necesssity of passing
upon the abstract guestion of luw.

THE PENSION COMMISSIONER.

The appointment of a pension com-
missioner seems ns far awny now as it
Lins at nuy time since the resicnation of
Corporal Tunner was received. The
president is not having an easy time to
find & man who will Lé satisfuctory ‘to
Secretary Noble and himself ononeside,
and who will also meet the npproval of
Alzer and the G. A, R, on the other. It
is said the only reason for not appoint-
ing Judge Ren, of Minneseta, was the
objection of Algzer. It seems apparent
that Alzer and other G. A. R. men wish
to secure a man for the pension burean
like Tanner or who will at least earry
ont ‘'anner’s policy. It wus further np-
parent that Judge Rea would not be
guided entirely by Grand Army resolu-
tions and sentiment, bitt wonld adminis-
ter the law as he found it. Lhis, it
seems, does not satisfy the Alrer Grand
Army men. The Michican general
hopes to make a record during the year
he will be eommauder-in-chief and he
expects that the right man in the pen-
sion bureau put there by lis endorse-
ment will help him to make that record.

A BEAUTIFUL APPROACH.

It was expected that the temporary
wooden railings and coverings to the
sandstone abont the grand eutrance on
the west of ths capitol would be eleared
away forthose who will visit the Kuights

as the work for this beantiful approach
to the eapitol is completed, there would
be a sort of “graud opening.” The
finest piece of extensive marble work
about any of the buildings in Washing-
ton, in fact fhe finest approach to avy
huiitling in the United States, can now
be seen as oune goes into the eapitol
bnilding from Penusylvania avenue on
the west. The design for this immense
piece of marble work was suggested by*
the npproach to the Italinn parlinment
at Rome. Itis about fofir inndred feet
long by nlmost oune hundred feet in
width, and the steps and balustrades
formi a network of fine mnrble, which
can be fonna nt no other point probably
in the world. ‘I'he cost of this strnetnre
is somewhere between $£600,000 and
800,000, and the work has been under
way for severnl years. The marble is
pure white and cannot be deseribed.
Those who visit the enpitol next week
will be well repaid to look closely at
this work. "T'he immense old fish basin,
which was the recepincle for cizar stubs
and bread crumbs, las been cleaned
ont, and a fonuntain with a basin of
about twenty-five feet in dinmeter is to
take its place. The fiue white marble
appronch, glistening in the suunlight of
an antumn afternoon, mnakes a sharp
and beautiful contrast with the green-
sward and the yellow leaves in front.
REPORT ON THE RALTIMORE'S TRIAL.

International American Congressa.

Wasnxgrox, Oct. 1.—With one or
two exceptions, nll the delezates to the
Iniernational Ameriean congress are
now 1n this city.

After meeting and orgunizing the del-
eantes will puy their respects to Secre-
tary Blaine, nud will then be presented
by him to the president. In the evei-
ing it is expected that Mr. Blaine will
tender the congress a bauguet, and the
next morning the delegates will start
on their six weeks’ tonr of observation
thronghont the conutry.
ns vet do not know the exnet form their
deliberations will take, and the proeced-
ure will not be settled uuntil the con-
gress meets.

Senor F. G. Dierra, the secretary of
the Spanish-American commereinl nn-
ion, who is not n delegate, but has been
invited by Mr. Blaine to accompnny the
congress and give the benefif of his ex-
perience to the delemntes, snid that it
Lind not been finully settled whether the
sittings ‘of the congress shonld be pub-
lic or if the members shoulid be sworn
to seereey.

Powderly Makes Reply,

8t Lous, Oct. 5.—The expéctation
that Genernl Master Workman Pow-
derly wonld reply to the numerous at-
tacks which have Leen made npon him
drew an immense ecrowd to last night's
meeting at 'arner hall, Powderly was
received with great npplause and spoke
in a general way of the objecls of the
order and said it wns asked why he did
not advoeate prohibition. Simply, said
Le, beeause the order lhind not deeided
for it. He did not advocate the single
tax, though a personal believer in it
beeause the order had not yet decided
in favor of it. Addressing himself to
the charges agninst him, Powderly
spoke of hLis protest against the ap-
pointment of Furlong, Constituting
the reporters present n committee, he
submitted all the doenments to them.
l'urning to other documents he showed
liow M. B, Shaw had garbled and falsi-
fied evidence he pretended to submit,
T'urlong's letter in the morning papers
was overbauled and he proceeded to
demonstrate that Furlonz had con-
spired to entice Martin Irons and others
to attempt to tap the wires, so he
conld make a eriminnl case against
the strikers. Letters earvied to Pow-
derly by Bluke were then taken up, and
one after another the men whose names
were appended pronounced them for-
zeries. No less than ten forzeries were
thus proven. Powderly then repelled
the charge that he had made publie pri-
vite letters of Russell Harrison. 1t was
the duty of all good citizens to prevent
the appointment of such men as Fur-
long, and in lodging his protest Pow-
derly said he had bnt performed his
duty. From published officinl reports
he vindiented his position on the stock
yards strike in Chieazo and the great
gsonthwest strike. None of the men
who bore the brant of the strike blamed
him, and until theydid he eared nothing
for the attack of the sconndrels now as-
suiling him,

Powderly's interview with Gonld and
Hopkins was deseribed, aud Gould's re-
pndintion of his solemu promise told in
graphie language,

After disposing of the charges Pow-
derly asked the audience, *“Have I
muade out my case? Who told the lie
now?”

T'his elicited ronunds of applanse from
the nndience. 'The meeting was deeid-
edly a Powderly success.

A Liguor Law Decislon.

Des Momes, In., Oct. 5.—The con-
stitutionality of the Towa prolubitory
lignor law was reaffirmed by the su-
preme court yesterday in the case of
Gus Leisy & Co. vs. A. J. Harden, np-
pellant, Keoknk superior eonrt, action
of replevin, involving the right to the
possession of 122 quarter barrels, 171
eighth barrels, and 71 cnses of beer, all
in sealed vessels bearing United States
internal revenne stamps over the plugs.
The goods were shipped to John Leisy,
n resident of Keoknk, azent of the
plaintiff, and were offered for sale in
mnbroken packages. No kegs or cases
were broken or opened on the premises,
the agent delivering them to the pur-
chasers. ‘I'he defendant is a constable,
who seized the beer on n warrant issned
by a justice. The lpwer conrt found as
a faet thut the beer was kept for the
purpose of being sold in violation of the
laws of Towa, but that saicdl Inws are nn-
constitutional and void as applied to the
fucts of this ease, The sapreme court
holds, ns in the cases of Collins vs. Hill
and Greendorf vs. Howalt, that the law
is constitutional. *“It is true,” says
Judge Rothirock, “‘they elaim that i
this-cnse thiere is the exeeption that the
plaintiff and appellees are citizens and
residents of Illinois, and produce and
manufactnre beer in that state nnd sell
it ns manufacturers. But no elaim is
made in argnment, and we discover no
reason why the Inws of this state, which
forbid the sale of intoxieating lignors,
are not applieable to all persons, no
matter where they ahide. We ndhere
to the rule announced in the cited eases,
and have no desire to further diseuss or
elaborate the question involved. ''he
judzment of the superior court will be
reversed.”

The Civil Service Seandal.

WasHiNgToN, October 5.—Some time
nzo the Washington Post charged that
the civil service law was being violated
by the civil service commission in the
appointment of department clerks.
Subsequently it made a more serious
charee, viz.: That examination papers
were being stolen and sold by a elerk in
the commission who had been retained
in the office and promoted, notwith-
standing his guilt had been discovered.

The Post now prints a four-colnmn
article in substantiation of this Intter
and more serions allezation. It will
say: A lady who went to a tencher in
this city for instranctions preparatory to
taking an examination was furnished by
a teacher, for a oonsideration, with a
copy of the questions snbsequently
asked. These questions, it says, were
in the handwriting of Mr. Campbell,
one of the elerksto the ecommission nnd s
brother-in-lnw of Commissionar Lymau.
The matter was bronght to Lyman’s at-
tention by Commissioner Oberly and
tne pnblished neconnt says Lyman told
Oberly a publie exposnre wonld kill his
wife and that Campbell was penitent.
The mntter wns then hushed up al-
thoush enlled to President Cleveland’s
altention, and Cmmpbell was subse-
quently promoted ut a time when
Lyman was the sole commissioner. In
corroboration of this the Post prints n
copy of the letter saild to have been
written to the president on April 24 Ly
ex-Commissioner Edgerton relating the
faets in the case. Edgerton says
further: *““I'here are matters connected
with the-office of chief examiner which
would nuot benar elose examinntion.”

PIERKRE CHOSKEN THE CAPITAL OF
SOUTH DAKOTA,.

North Bakota Votes in Faver of Pro-
hibitlon—A Great Surprise to a Great
Many People—Both Partlies Claiming
n Vietory in Montana—Prohibition
Probably Aduepted In South Dakota.

Pierre is the Capital.

Pierre, 8. D., Oct. 4. —'I'he scene at
the depot lnst evening was inspiring.,

When the train nrrived in the city
limits it stopped and 500 people dis-
monnted, waving flags and banners in-
seribed with “‘Pierre is Cupital.” met
by the entire populace of tie city and
for thirty minutes bedlam reizned su-
preme, the people shonting themselves
honrse. Engine whistles blew long and
Joud, bells rung from every steeple and
the people went mad with joy. The
procession formed and the parade com-
menced, led by the band, taking fifty
miuntes to pass n given point, and last-
ing three honrs. Later the hosts as-
sembled in the spacions opern hall and

A Greatl Kurprise,

Bisararcg, N. D., Oct. 4.—As the re-
turns come in from the outlying coun-
ties it becomes apparent that prohibi-
tion bas won in North Dakota.

The people are all surprised, and
those livinzg in towns and ecilies are
dambfounded.

It was expected by the antis and con-
ceded by the prolibitionists that pro-
hibition wounld be defented, and that
the state has been captured by thedrys,
the Ilatest reports leave little room for
doubt. The liquor men in the state are
completely undone. 'L'lhey were con-
fident of a rousing majority and langhed
at all warnings of the fanatics and ex-
tremists.

So sure were they of vietory that they
permitted the enmpaign fund that had
bean raised by the lignor denlers of the
east to be travsferred to Sonth Dukota,
where the prohibition strength waus
known to be almost irresistible.

I'he amount of money thus transfer-
red was over $80,000, nnd now the north-
ern dealers are in mounrning.

The money did no good in Sonth
Dakota, for the prohibition majority was
too larze to overcome, but if used in
North Dakota it wonld have saved them.

As it is, they feel that the election has
cone by default, aud that the state has
constitutional prohibition. A change
enn be effected only by an amendment
to the constitution, Yo do this it re-
qnires n majority vote of two successive
Jegislatures before the propo~ed smend-
ment can be submitted to the people a
majority vote at the polls being re-
guired. Telegramsare ponring in from
all parts of the state, from liguor men
and other citizens appealing for some
news that will gzive them lope. Bnt
there is nothing to encourange them. 'he
fizures now at hand show beyond donbt
that the prohibitionists linve earried the
state and that their majority will be
about two thousnnd.

Another surprise is the small repnl-
liean majority. Johin Miller, the repub-
licnn eandidate for governor, has only
about five thousand majority. and this,
too, after a wvizorons repnbliean eam-
paign and apathy and indifference on
the part of the demoerats.

He has inangurited a policy whiok
the people of the country have long de-
manded, that of giving the settlers the
bLenefit of doubt nnd time whenever it
i shown that he is clearly honest and
not at fanit. In reversing the decision
| of tho loeal land officers at Deuson,
[ Minn., holding for eancellation the
Lhomestead entry of Fred Haunselin, on
the ground that he had abandoned the
claim beennse e had not “proved np”
within six months from date of entry,
Comumissioner Groff Inys down the
principle that the ntention of the set-
tler, his finsnemn! condition amd the
surronndivg  cirenmstances  should
' be taken inlo consideration along
with the strict letter of the Inw. He
believes that where. the intent of the
settler is honornble and bhis poverly or
misfortune mnkes it impossiole for Lhim
to “proveand pay up” within six mouths
the rovernment shonld not permit oth-
era more fortunate, but not more hon-
est, to deprive the original settler of
his home till he has had a chanee to
establish his good faith with the gov-
ernment. 'The iden of the govermmenb
| is to give a homestead to all honest set-
tlers, nnd althongh a limit of time is
fixed within which n settler must meet
certnin reguirements, the aix months
rule for homestenders, like all rnles, has
| exeeptions.  Commissioner Grofl, i
his decision, says:

“I'he elnimant was a single man hav-
ing no property but n yoke of oxen, and
had to depend upon his own labor for
the means to purchase Inmber for build-
ing his honse.
