There is 2 wise provision in our laws
that no man can be arrested and tiied
for a ~rime without having Lhe beae-
fit of legal dvice.

This is simply justice, and is a wise
provision, though it costs the county
considerable, sometimes, to defend the

torneys during the year, and the other
day we took the trouble to look it up.
During the years 1896-97 nineteen
claims were fiied -against the county
by six attorneys. [hese claimsranged
in value from $35 to one attorney, up
to $215 for another. (This latter sum
is filed in eight clalms.) The nineteen
claims amouut to a total of §1,045.00,
and all but three of them were filed
for services in defending men charged
with crime. Tweo claims amounting
to -$225 were 1ejected by the commis-
sioners and one for §75 was cut to $40
thus leaving a total of §785 which the

The editor of this paper acknowieges
‘the receipt of a number of copies of
Hon. W. L. Greene's speech in con-
gress January 31, on payment of T. 8.
bonds, &nd these speecheg have been
gsent to & number of gentlemen
throughbout the country who are inter-
ested in the question. Among the
many other sharp thingssaid by Mr.
Greene in his speech, we find the fol
lowing:

By.the act of Febraary 15, 1862,
the present greenback currency was
created and in the House the biil pass
ed making greenbacks a full legal ten-
der. When this bill went to the sen-
ate, a formidable lobby, composed of
the same.class of men who are now
clamoriug for national honor and pub-
lic faith, were found thundering at the
doors of the senate demanding an
amendment. What was it? They
wanted to insert this simple clause:
“Except duties on imports and interest
on the pulidic debt.” The senate so
ameuded the bill. Iere was the first
blunder the republican party made.
By means of that mistake the people
have been from then till now robbed
and plundered of their substance by
these same defenders of “national hon-
or.”

What was the result? These men
demanded all the way from two to two
dollars and eighty-live cents in green-
backs for ong dellar of gold. 7Then
#hey cared nothing for the natiwon's
ionor or the nation's credit. Then
they were coining money out of the
hlood and the tears of our people.
Then the government might have
gooe to the bott.m of the sea if it had
not yielded golden blood under the
thumbscrew of these money sharks.
These men took the greenback, pur-
chased with gold at about 35 cents on
the dollar, and with these same green-
backs bought government bonds at the |
full face value of the greenback, so
that these bonds cost the gold gamblers |
gbout 95 cents on the dollar in gola.!
