Tle passod n quiet
night and rose when his orderly Fronght
him water at S mo, ns he dul during
the trial when it was necessary,
Mudame Drevfus and  Matthicn Drey-
fus, his brother, visited him during the
course of the afternoon, his brother sub-
sequently leaving for Paris. The ap-
plication to the court of revision was
taken to him at noon by M, Labori's as-
sistant and he gigned it.

He has spoken but little, though he
has seemed in bettor spirits than might
have been anticipated.  The moesting
with his wife was vaturally very affect-
ing, but both held up as well as possi-

ble. He said to her. “I am not uneasy
regarding myself, as I shall soon be frea,
but I think of yon and my poor chil-
dren. They will be branded as the chil-
dren of a traitor.”

He is conyinced that 10 years' impris-
onmeut to which he is sentenced will
be wiped ont by the five yvears of soli-
tary seclusion he has undergone  on
Devil's island, and he expects to be ro-
leased by Oct. 15, which will be five
years from the date of his former con-
demmnation,  He iz so sanguine that he
has made an extraordinary reqguest  of
his wife for a novel to read in the mean-

time, oxplaining that his wind is so
shaken and weighed down by recent

events that he expects to divert his
thoughts and to forget all the recollec.
tions of the past three months out of his
mind, He thinks that reading @ novel
will afford the desired mental repose
und keep him from brooding.

Calls Verdiet Infumy,

The correspondent of the Associated
Press called upon Mme. Dreyvfus yes-
terday after her visit to her husband
and saw her father, M. Hodamar, M,
Hadamar said Mme. Dreyfus and the
fumily were hopeful and looked forwirl
to some favorable development.  “The
verdiet 1s an infumy," he said, “Cap-
tain Dreytus is in poor health, as every
one knows. Ho huas been extremely
ill from the wmoment of his rrival in
France. His health has not improved
and the nervous offeot of Satorday's
terrible blow is bound to react on his
geueral condition.  His supprossion of
all ontward depression is due to his al-
most  incredible force of will, but it
does not imply that he is insensible to
the mental and physical torture he has
undergone. On the contrary, the fam-
ily just now see in his wenk stute of
health aud  abnormal impassivity an
ugly sign and fear for him more than
they care to express.''

The town has boen perfectly calm,
There has not been a sign or a demon-
strution nor a cry for oragaiust Dreyfus
or the Jews heard anywhere. A pum-
ber of people gathered to see Mme.
Dreyfus visit the prison, but they were
guite respectful.

The troops and masses of gendarmes
who Baturduy gave the center of Rennes
the appesrance of a military camp, have
completely vanished, There are hardly
any gendarmes in sight except near the
Dreyfus residence, where s fow are
posted,

Cavalry officers were seeu frequenting
the cafes yesterday afternoon, showing
that the anthorities no longer fear any
trouble and are allowing the officers to
leave barracks. Bo fur as can be ascer-
tained military men are perfectly satis-
fied with the verdict, which they inter-
pret a8 safeguardiog the honor of the
wrmy and at the same time doing an
aot of meroy to Dreyfus, who, they say,
bas sufficiently expinted bhis crime in
the awful experience on Devil’s island.
They poiut that even if he is sent to
Fort Corte, it will be to receive hence-
forth the bumane treatment he has ex-
perienced sinoe his reture to France,

Press interrogated M, Conpers, the clerk
of the courtamartinl, on thias point. e
wias most cphatic in declaring that
Dreyfus must serve 10 yoars from the
date of a frosh degradation, the court
martinl having considercd  the  ecnse as
begginming when Dreyfus appeared be.
fore them, disregareding altogether his
Previons sentonee,

M. Conpers said:  ©1 have no doubit
whatever that, according to the military
code, Dreyfus must undergo degrada-
tion ngain, a8 he was reimnstated as o
captain in the army daud he appeared
before the court in uniform.  That he
will actnally be put through this ernel
ordeal T think doubtful,”

Colonel  Jonaust  also  declared that
Dreyfus must serve 10 yoars, but spoak-
ing with friends he exprossed a convies
tion that there would not he o fresh degra-
dation. This ceremony requires broak
ing the prisoner's sword nnd tearing off
his epaulets. But Dreyfus never had
his sword restored to him, and he only
wore nndress nuniform without epaunlets,
s0 that it wonld be impossible to carry
out the regulations for degradation.

Those who think Dreyfus will be re
leasid in October, becnuse the five years
on Devil's island will wipe out the pres-
ent sentence saw in the fuct that he
was sentenced for exactly ten years s
confirmution of their view, but they are
mistaken, He was sentenced to ten
yours, not beeause that happens to he
double his time on Devil's island, but
because according to the military codo
the recording of two votes in his favor
fixes the termm of detention.  Had the
verdict been unanimous  he would have
been sentenced to 20 years.  Those pln—
fessing to have ascertnined since the
verdict the opinionof the judges declare
that the vote of five to two was not
given by mutual agreement, buot be-
cause the two judges voted in his favor
from a conviction of his innocence. The
present procedore is the application for
revigion, signed by Dreyfus yesterday.
It will be sent to Paris.

The clerk of the court-martinl must
send a complete dossier of the trial, in-
cluding all the documents submitted. A
reporter will be appointed to examine it
minutely and ascertain whether there
be any flaw in the proceedings. The
result will be submitted to the court of
revision, whieh will maintain or annul
tha sentenci.

Evokes Indignation Everywhere,

Loxpox, Sepr. HL,—TIt would be difhi-
cult to deseribe adeguately the indimn-
tion the verdict of the Dreyvfus coart-
martia] has evoked everywhere in Eng
land.  With the exception of the Jesuit
organs in Rome and  the anti-Semite
papers, the press of the whole world is
ringing with  exceration.  Even the
Russinn press  joins in the choras, al-
though perhaps the Jews are nowhers
more hated than in Russin, The judges
ure evervwhers deseribed as eriminals
and gloomy*specalations are indulged as
to what future is in store for France.
The German press is especially indig-
nant, the National Zeitung remarking
that “*even the worst enemy of France
could not have wished what has hap-
pened.' Papors of all nationalities fall
in with the idea of boycotting the Paris
exhibition.
