SHEET METAL WORKERS.
Seventy Men in Omaha Strike for Sat-
urday Half Holiday.

The sheeet metal workers of Omalia
asked thelr employers for a Saturday
half-holiday and were refused. They
| said they would take it.

“All right,” said the employers.
“But you need not come back Mon-
day."

The men took the Saturday after-
' noon off, and they did not show up
for work Monday, knowing that they
were locked out, They did not ask
pay for the half-holiday, but they in-
sisted on time and a half il they
worked then. This was refused. The
ground of refusal was that this is the
busy season and every man is needed.
The idea of adding some more men
sems never (o have entered the
heads of the bosses.

The employers are not trying to
get new men, and the locked out em-
ployes are putting in their time at
the Labor Temple or in fishing. There
is a general impression that the dif-
ficulty will be amicably adjusted in a
short time.

NEW CIGAR FACTORY.

O street. Mr. J. Pepperburg, the owner
of this factory, has heen operating a
vnion factory at Plattsmouth, Neb.,
since 1869, and gives employment to
lretween twenty and thirty men.
