HOW AN IMMENSE YIELD OF
CORN WAS FRODUCED.

Credited Largely to Ashos—.Give the Cows
8 Variety — Uslug an Incubstor
—Pig-Eating —PFarm Notes
and Mome Hinta

Immense Yields of Corn.

A writér in the 'Practical Farmer
tells how he produced 120 bushels on
five-cights of an scre which seems
fabulous. He says the ground sloped
slightly to vouthwest being hill land
and clay soil.
pasture several years, was plowed
about May 20th about »ix inches deep,
turning all growth of grass mude up
to time of plowing. He harrowed
immedistely after, and planted In
rows three feet apart, hills about
twenty inches apart, and from three
to five kernels in a hill; furrows about

four inches deep, for low lunds or wet

ground it should be more shallow,
After planting he mixed hen drop-
pings, ashes and plaster about equsl
parts, and put a handful on each hill.
No other measure was used.  As soon
a3 the rows were visible, he began
stirring the ground with cultivator
and hoe keeping it mellow and free
from v:eeds until it was too large to
admit further cultivation, hilling but
very little, and thinning in sll cases
to pot more than five stalks in a hill,
and the average not more than four.
The corn eared well, and every ear
was filled up to the tip. He credits
this very largely to the ashes. He
Blys:

I belleve that with plenty of clover
to plow under und ashes for top dress-
ing, I ¢an produce as large crops us
can be ralsed with any other manure.
Of course, good erops cun also be
rulsed with stable manure, but 1
would not sttempt to ralse corn on
ground not fertlle enough to raise
good corn with sod and top dressing
in the hill as befora stated. I profer
putting on the muanure when seeding
to grass, or more properly clover, mow
one year, then plow under all the
growth possible up to the iime of
planting. In this way you get the
manure plowed under for the corn,
together with & good sod and green
growth, which is worth much more to
produce s good erop of corn than to
gkim the ground up to 1+ of plow-
ing, and then depend on & lot of frosh
manure plowed under. 1 find that the

First, & good growth of elover, and
clover sod ployed under: second, a
good dressing in the hlll, of ashes,
plaster and hen droppings: third, &
good and thorough cultivation, keep-
ing the ground loose and mellow;
fourth, keoping down all kinds of
woeed growth, therehy glving corn
the benefit of all the moisture to he
had. I do not wish, however, 1o be
placed on record as huving any ob-
Jeetions to stable manure for corn; if
the ground s light, or y .u have not
the elover and sod, then substitute o
heavy dressing of good stable manure,
but plow as early as possible. Then
follow with the fertilizer in the hill,
and & falr crop would probably be
the result,

Giive the Uows u Variely.

Cows arve kept for the milk, butter
and cheese they will produce.  But
they cannot produce these in o satis-
factory manner, either us regards
quality or quantity, unless they have
the elements or material in thelr food
from which to combine them. A cow
may he well fed in one way and yet
fail to produce a profitable quantity
of milk,

Unless a variety Is supplied some
of the funetions will be il'II‘_':in‘f'lJ for
want of proper material from which
to manufacture the secretion of pro-
duct. When only one or two mate-
rials are supplied it is nearly always
necessary to supply unoxeess of some
materinls in order o secure a suf-
felent amount of others. By giving
a larger variety a more completp ra-
tion can roadily be mude up, lesson-
ing the quantity, and In this way to
some extent veduoiug the cost, Un-
der presont conditions, with every
farm product it is an important item
to reduce the cost ws much as  possi-
ble, and with the miléh cows the

Using an Incabuator,

Do not be deceived with the jdea
that incubators need no care. The
bost that can be made requires at-
tention. but as an incubator hatches
out hundreds of chicks at once the
sure bestowed is not great consider-
ing the vast amount of work per-
formed, as - compared with hatching
by the ald of hens. An incubator
can be made to hateh st any time,

nests, trample thelr chlicks and do
many other things, which places
them at a disadvantage also. The
incubator is wn inanimate machine
and. requires intolligence in  its
munagement, and If the operator Is
un® iliing to devote a portion of his
time to supplying the brain work he
cannot expect to meet with success,
The hen {8 governed by natursl in-
stinct, and yet she neece watehing to
4 cortain extent. It Is only by in-
telligent labor that results are to be
expected.——Poultry Keeper,
Vuariations In Litters of Pigs
It is never the case that the pigs
from t"e same litter will be uniform
through the lok  The diferonce can
be seen al birth,Instead of the smaller
pign eatching up by extra feeding
they only grow less and less valuable,
If hoth are kept until fully grown the
difference hetween best and poorest,
euch having the same chance, will
somoetimes he more than 100 pounds,
usually more than fifty. At this rate
what iw a runt pig worth at birth?
We leave our readers to figure this
out for themselves. Our idea Is that
the poor, stunted pig is worth some-
thing less than nothing. —American
Cultivator.

OUR NATIONAL PLATFORM.

The Peeple's Party Platform
at Omaha July 4, 1802,
Assembled upon the 116th annlversary
of the Declaration of Independence, the

aational oonvention, imvoking upon
their sotion the blessings of Almighty
God, puts forth in the name and om be-
balf of the people of this country the
following preamble and declarstion of
principles:

PREAMBLE.

The conditions which surround we
best justify our co-operation. We mest
in the midst of a mation breught o the
verge of morel, politioal and material
min, Corruption dominates the ballot
box, the legisintures, the congres, and
touches even the ermine of the bench.
The people are demoralized; most of
the states have boen compelled o iso-
late the voters at the polling places to
pre ventuniversal Intimidation or bri-
bery. The nowspapors are largely sub-
sidized or mussled, public opinion
sllenoced; business prostrated; our homes
covered with mortgages; labor impover-
lshed and the isnd comcentrating in the
hands of oapitalists.. The urban work-
men are denied the right of organisa-
tion for self protection; imported pan-
perized labor beats dewn their wages, &
hireling standing army, unrecognized
by our laws, is established to shood
them down; and they as rapldly de-
gonerating into European oconditiems.
The fruits of the toll of millions are
boldly stolen t0 build up eolossal for-
tunes for 8 few, unprecedented in the
bostory of mankind; and the possessors
of thess, in turn, desplss the republic
and endanger liberty. From the same
prolifio womb of governmental inymetice
weo breed the two great olassei—iramps
and millionaires. The national power
$0 create money is appropristed to en-
rioh bondholders, A vast public debs,
peyable in legal tender ourrency, has
been funded into gold-bearing bonds,
thereby sdding millions to the burdens
of the people,

@ilver, which has been mccepted s
ooin since the dawn of history has been:
demonetized to add to the purchasing
power of gold by decreaslug the value
of all forms of property ss well & hu-
man labor, and the supply of currency
is purposely abridged to fatten usurers,
bankrupt enterprise snd enslave indus-
triss. A vast conspiracy agsinst man-
kind has been organized on two conti-
nents and it {s rapidly taking possession
of the world. If mot met and over-
thrown a¢ once, it forebodes terrible
social convulsions, the destruction of
olvilisation or the establishment of an
sbeolute despotism.

While our sympathies as a party of
reform are naturally upon the side of

Third—We bellove that the time has
come when the raliroad corporations
will elther own the people or the peopls
mus, own the rallroads, and should the
government enter upon the work of
owniog and mansgiog any or all rall-
roads, we should favor an amendment
%o the constitution by whioh all persons
engaged in the government service
shall be placed under & olvil service
regulation of the mest rigid charsoter;
#0 a8 to prevent the Increase of the
power of the national administration by
the use of such additional government
employees,

PLATFORM.
We demand a national currency, safe,
sound snd flexible, {ssued by the gene-
ral government only, & full legal tender
fr all debts, public and private,
and that without the wse of
banking corporations; that a just, equit-
able and efficient means of distribution
direct to the people, at & tax not to ex-
ceed two per cent. per snnum, to be
provided, as set forth in the subtreasury
plan of the Farmers' Alliasce, or some
better system; also by payments in dis-
charge of its obligations for publlo im-
provements,
We demand the free and unlimited
ooloage of sllver aud gold st the present
legal ratio of 16 to 1,
We demand that the amount of ofreu-
Isting medium be speedily inoreased to
not less than 860 per oaplts.
We demand a gradusted income tax.
