| THEY SPEAK PLAIN T0O OONGRESS.

An Address Which Recites the Situation
of the Country—Compares- It With
the Past and Asks “Relisf.

Meeting of National Executive Com-
- miteee.

The Supreme Goupell of the National
Farmars’ Alliance end Indusirial Union
in sesslon st Topeka, Kansae, February
6th to February 10th, imstructed the
National Executive Committee to hold
its spring meeting in Washington city
to carry out certain Instructions from
that bedy snd to astend to eertain um-
finished business before the Supreme
Councl] at the hour of {ts adjournment.

Under ¢sll of President Butier, a com
mittee met in Washington city on
Wednesday, May 9th. The following
members of the commlttee were pres-
ent: Marion Butler, chalrmanex officlo;
H. C. Demming, secretary of the com-
mittee; and I. E. Dean, of New York.
Brother Mson Page, of Virginis, ar-
rived the following day. Brother H
L. Loucks was unable to be present.
Brother D. P. Duncan, Natlonal Secre-
tary-Tresturer, was with the committee
during its deliberations. The minutes
of the meetlng of the Executlve Com-
mlitee beld in Topeks, alter the ad-
journment of the Natlosal Allisace,
were read and spproved,

Brother H. C. Demming, who was
appointed by the Executive Committee
at Topeka to sudit the books of the Al-
lisnce Ald and report at next meeting
of the Committee, lald his report be:
fore the body. Upon motion & consid-
eration of the report was postponed for
the present.

Upon motion a special committee was
( appointed, consisting of Brothers Page,

\ Desn, and Duncan, to go over the pro-
ceedings of the Topeks meeting and
report the matters delegated to this
committee by that body. Upon the
committee's report the following action

ommendations of the Supreme Council

&s adopted at the afternoon sesslon of

February 7 st Topeks. (See official

prov ~dlogs. )

The secretary was further Instructed
that the committee, In replying to the
communication of President Robinson
of the F. M, B, A., express our willing-
ness and desire to co-operste more
closely with him and other kindred or-
ganlzations.

A committee, consisting of Brothers
Butler, Dean, and Dancan, was sp-
pointed to meet & committee of the
Kmghts of Labor and other organiza-
tions at Bt. Louls on June 11, as per the
communicstion of Grand Master Sover-
eign. (See officlal procecdings. )

The Secretary of the commlitteo was
further instructed to correspond with
the odicials of all other farmers’ organ-
izatlons for the purpose of securing the
mext annual meeting of the several or-
ganizations In the same place and at
the same time.

Purauant to instructions of the Su-
preme Council the commlttee proceeded
to consider the quesiion of establishing
a National organ; which resulted in
the adoption of the following resolu-
tions:

Resolved, That the President of the
Nationsl Farmers' Allisuce and Indus
trial Union {8 hereby instructed to se-
cure a list of all the officiul State Farm-
ers' Alllauce organs, aud to furnish the
official organs of each State Alllance
that are under the control of the state
officers, with such no'ices &3 may be
sent out by the Executive Committee
or any other Nutlonal officers; and

Y sald orgnns w0 publish such notices
without charge.

" HResolved, Second, that the proposi-
tion of Drother N. A, Dunniog to give
the National Executiye Committee an
oflicial department (n The Natlonal
Watehman, to be edited by the Natlon
al Presldent, and for the publication of
notices by the commite and other
Nattonal officers be temporarlly ao-
oeptod.

The question of establishing a Na
tional organ was postponed for the
present, aud the above action taken in
lieu thereot,

Aflter fully consideriog the quastion of
the summer ¢ noAmpment, the commit-
teo resolved to lostruct the summer en-
campment commities to endorse and
recommend summer spcampments to b
held In one o more of the atules, and
that Lhere will be no encampment this
your under the susplees of the Natlonal

Upon motion the Becretary-Treasurer
of the National Farmers' Alllance was
requested to send each member of the
Executlve Committee at once a llst
with postoffice addresses of the Presi-
dents and Becretaries of all the Stiate
and Territorial Alliaunces; also a list of
the recognized state organs.

The following address was prepared

by the committee to be submitted to

the House of Representatives of the

United States Senate, when that body

should take action on the report of the

Committee of Labor, recommending

the appointment of a congressionsl

committee 10 investigate the cause of
the present industrisl and agricultural
depression:

To the Honorable tAe Speaker and Nembers
of the House of Represenialives of the
Uniled States:

In view of the pendling resolutlon to
sppoint a jolnt commitiee of the Senate
anda your nonorable body to cousider
the causes wanlch have produced the
gmul. depressed conditioa of she ln-

ustrial interests of this country, we
desire to submlit & few facts snd con-
gllo“b“ by the way of urgiog 1ts adop-

n.

‘I'hat the people of this country are in
financia! distress, the increase of busi
nees {allures, bankruptcies, moriguge
foreclosurgs, defalostiovs, and comwer-
clal wrecks, furnish ample and complete
evidence. That poverty or parsimon-
lous mnom{ has come upon them, the
ever-lncreasing hosws o uumlrluyed
workisg men snd women who #ill our
streeta snd thorough(ares, the vast
amount of idle machinery seen on every
hand, and the unsold and consequently
unused products of the feld aod tuctory
filliog the shelves of our merchants or
molding lo great storeboues bear #i-
lent yet conclusive testimony. That
the producing classes are industrious
the volume of gross production is suffi-
clent f)rool : and that the promises of 8
kind Providence are »till with them,
the rich and abundant harvest fully du-
clares. Yet in the face of hard toil,
rigld economy and this ablding test of
Guod’s bounty., meny (sltogesher too
manr of our people) stand in hunger
and in rags smid burstiog gransries and
crowded warehouses.

The people are not to blame for shese
anfortunsate nnd distressiog conditions.
They have as & whole performed tbeir
]nrr. fully and well, Bus the more they

ahor the less remunerstion they re-
eelve, and the moro they briog to mar-
ket the less money comes to their

pocket.

In 1867 each acre of wheat brought
$28 06, {n 1803 It brought only 86 16. Tn
1867 ench wcre of corn brought 818,87,
in 1893 it brought but $3.21. In 1887
esch acre ol vats brmant 816.05, in
1803 it brought only #6.00. In [879
4.720,000 baies of covton brought 8242, -
140,000; while in 1803 7,640,0% bales
brought ooly $224,400,000, In 1889 farm-
animals in the United Btat-s were
valued at $2,507,050,048 In 1804 they
are yalued at #2,170,816,754.

The wealth of the nation in January,
1803, was estimated at 870,000,000 ( O0;
slnce that date, however, It (s slao esti-
mat d thet this wealth has decreased
fully $20,000,000,000.

If this estimate ts correct, and we be-
lisve it 18 conservatlive, 1t discloses the
further fact that the debts snd money
of the country bave incressed In their
“'power to oppress” fuily 50 per cent., if
pot more During this period there
were over 80,000 mortgnge foreolosures,
and more thaa 50,000 commerelal fuil-
ures, which have stagoa ed all pusiuess
snd lald & paralyzivg baod upon all
productive {sdustrivs. These conul
tlons are not the creatures of a women’,
but the steady growth of many years.
Filled with nope, the people hive bat-
tled courageously to be back at this lo-
oreasing ilde of want, mitery and dis-
trees.

Now, however, in many sections of
our country, hope is waning Asun
evidence ul tnis we see lorge Endlen of
unemployed meu from msuy poriions
of the couniry 1Marching to vusclagwa,

It
offers and would hava no other attrac
tinn than the best thoughts and divine
messages of a group of earnest men
whose llyes sre dedloated to procuring
for soclety the righteousness ol the
kiogdom of God, The school means to
uttract only serlous men apd women,
who are willing to give strlot snd fuith-
ful attentlon tothe lectures snd confer:
ences, The brevity of time, elght
days, and the number and lmportance
of the themes discussed demand pur-
pose and concentration from those who
attend It is the Idea of 1ts conductors
that this conference be a schoul of the
soclal dieciples of Jesus. It Is thelr
bope that many will come together
who belleve that Jesus lsthe Redeemer
of soclery sad the nation.
