FOREST FIRES RAGING.

| ——
Towns Burning Up and Lumber Milla
Dastroysl in Wikeoaslin
Asgraxn, Wis, July 30.—Forest
fires are producing great suffering
and loss throughiout this vicinity, and
railroad companies have never before
experienced such damage from fires.
On the Wisconsin Central railroad it
is impossible to move trains. Phillips,
the headquarters of the John
R. Dasvis Lumber compsny, &
manufacturing town of 2,500,
is destroyed hy fire and only
a few buildings remain standing. A
dispateh just recelved from Fifield, &
small station & few miles this side of

Phillips, says that 500 women and

ohildren from Phillips are in the
woods there without shelter. They
sent & request for food and supplies
as the supply st Fifield s very short.
The train that started from here last
evening was obliged to return as thé
bridges are totally destroyed a few
miles south. Communication with
Fifield is now shut off and it is feared
that town is also on fire.

Along the Omaha line the fires are
roging with terri flerceness.
Shore's Croulnxv. a little village eight
miles west of Ashland, was destroyed
yesterday sfterncon, not s building
remaining standing and the homeless
familles were brought to Ashland.
The rallroad bridges near there were
destroyed, and st 4 o'clock yesterday
sfternoon & fast Omahs freight
and sixteen loaded cars were
entirely burned. Both the engineer
snd flromen were injured, and the
brakemen are missing. Loss to cars
snd freight menpy thousand dollars.
Muson, & small town south of tne
Omahs line, eaught fire yosterday af-
ternoon. The White River Lumber
company’s mill, with 40,000,000 feet of
lumber in the yards, was destroyed,
sud at 8 o'clock, the latest roport re-
celved here, says the entire town was
threatened,

The Omahs bridge across the White
river at Muason s burned. Railroad
offieinls say the loss at Mason Is fully
$1,000,000. with §250,000 insurance,

Homestenders in the outlying dis-
tricts are all fleeing Into the nearest
towns, leaving their homes to the
fury of the flames. So far no loss of
life is reported. The fire depurtment
is earefully guarding the outside
limits of Ashland and the city Is not
in any immedinte danger.

For two hours yesterday afternoon
150 men, women and childrén were

BUBINESS REVIEW.

A Temporary Improvement Noted—

Lowest Vrice for Whenst.

New Yok, July 30.—R. G. Dun &

Co.'s Weekly Review of Trade, which
Issues to-day, says; “The heavy outgo
of gold, the fall of the tressury re
serve and of the price of wheat to the
lowest point on record and the in-
creasing uncertainty about the tariff
have entirely overshadowed other
industries. Business delayed for
months by two great strikes
now crowds the rallroads and
swells returns, and gives the impres-
sion of & revival in business, But itls
not yet clear how fur there s an in-
crease in new traflic, distinguished
from that which has been merely
blockaded or deferred. In some
branches there haa been more
activity, but in others less, because
events early this week led many
to infer that nochange of tariff would
be made. The internal revenue re-
ceipts on whisky suddenly dropped
more than half, and sales of wool
greatly incressed. But the uncer-
tainty is not removed, and much of
the business seems to be in the nature
of insurnnce against possibilities.

Wheat has found Y:n way to the
lowest depths, and has sold below fif-
ty-five cents, making the monthly
avernge at New York the lowest over
known. Corn was stronger, with ae-
counts of injury to part of the ecrop,
and the exports nre trifling.

For the week failures have been 240
in the United States, ngainst 368 last
year and 30 in Canads, against 23 lnst
year.

TARIEE  BILL  CHANGES

CONFERENCE COMMITTEE AT
WORK OVER SCHEDULES.

NUMEROUS ALTERATIONS LIKELY.

Motals, Tobaceo, Cotton nnd Woolen
tioods lates May Shift Somewhat—
¥reatdent Cleveland Confers With
Chslrman Wilson wsod Me,
MeMillin— Woald the Ken-
nte Bill Be Accepted?

Wasmixoron, July 30.—The Demo-
eratic members of the conference
committes on the tariff bill were
prompt in resuming thelr session to-
dny. All the members were present
except Chalrman Voorhoees, whose sb-
sence was on necount of illness. The
indications are that there will be
numerous changes in the less impor-
tant sehedules of the bill. These were
sgroed npon tentatively in a former
conferonce, and it is considered im-
probable thet.the basis of agreement
then arrived gt will be changed ma-
terinlly during the present conference.

It is belleved that there will be no
materinl change in the metal sched-
ule, When the former conference
broke up the house members wore dis
posed to hold out stifly for eonsider-
able concessions on cutlery and steel
rails, ‘The prospects now are thut the
rates ¢ut on nails will be lowered
somewhnt, but that the cutlery rate
will not be changed.

The senate conferrees will probalbly
pocept the house rute, $1 per pound, on
wrapper tobaceo, retaining the senate
phruseology. There will also be some
changes in the woolen schedule, the
most important of which will probabl
be in the paragraph relsting to clot
for men's wear, The senate bill pro-
vides i duty of 40 per cent on articles
of this class of less than 50 cents per
pound value and of 50 per cent on ar-
ticles of greater valve. The Indiea-
tions are that the rate has been made
45 percent. A siinilar change will
probably be made on woolen articles
not especislly provided for, but it is
not believed that the rearrangement
will extend to women's and children’s
goods. The house rate on rovings and
tops, 25 por cont, will be aceepted.

Cotton eloth and cotton yarns will
probably be reduced to the extent of

about 6 per cent, as will lnces and em-1

broideries, on which the rate will
probably be made 45 instead of 50 per
cent,

The house rates on Ching and earth-
enwnre, which are slightly higher

ltlmu those of the senate bill, will be

secepted. The senste probably will

recede from its inerease of the to-

baceo tax, and it is ssid to be probable

that there will be a ecompromise on

the bonded period extension, the tax

being fixed at 81 and the bonded
riod at five years,

Chalrman Wilson arrived from West
Virginin this afternoon, and within a
short time received & message from
the executive mansion requesting his
presence there. He wus with the

resident for some time until it was
fme to go to the eapitol for the open-
ing of the second tariff conference.
The president’s desire to see Mr. Wil-
son before the conference opened,
coupled with Speaker Crisp's call at
the White house yesterday and the
president’s request of MeMillin to
come to the White house last night,
were all aceepted in eongressional eir-
cles as evidence that the president
was willing to let Messrs, Wilson and

Army Officers Refuse to Surrender Him
to the Clvil Authorities.

Nonta Exm, Ok., July 80.—Sheriff
Johnson has come up from South Enid
