One of the greatest reformers of
this ‘or any other age was Wendell
Philiips. Heory Clay was s great
orator and statesman; Danijel Webster
was & profound constitutional lawyer:
Rufas Choate reached the public heart
through the brilliancy of his speeches,
but as s humanitarisn Phillips tow-
ered above them all. He knew that
slavery was wrong and his keep judg-
ment told him it could not exist. By
tie same intuition he saw that labor
would also frev itself. In a speech in
1472 he said:

* 1 halil the labor movement for two
reasons, and one is that it is my onlv
hope for democracy. At the time of
the anti-slavery agitation, | was not
sure whether we should come out of
the siruggle with one republic or two,
but republics | know we should still
be. [am not so confident, indeed,
that we shall come out of this storm
as arepublic unless the labor move-
went succeads.
